Sept. 6, 1980

As we trudged up the hill from Summit Hall to the "New Stadium", we were sweat-
ing from the heat and our indulgences of the night before. It didn't help that we all
had on Levi 505's to cover the Black Jack that we had taped to our legs.

We didn't know where the stadium was, exactly, but we followed the lemming-like
crowd. All around us, we could hear the others, bemoaning the move from "The
Bowl." We were only Juniors, on top of the world with our feet hanging over, but
we had had two years of hearing the roar of the bass as the Marching Band burst
from the tunnel. The reverberation of the cheer as it used to be, all one sound,
