Upon the completion of
each retreat, you will then share what you have learned through leading/facilitating a six-session small group study
at Dawson UMC. Or you can simply agree to be a participant in the small group study sessions as a learner. If you
are interested in becoming a part of this enriching experiment or for more information, please see Pastor Amy or
Ted Branson.
