 May Day Parades
 I recently came across an old, out of focus, photo of me in the May Day Parade which brought back memories of those annual events.  The photo below was labeled by my mother, Cora Lee, as being from the May 1959 parade, when I was in the 6th grade at Cherry Street.  Her label identifies my partner as Arthur Hartz.  I do not remember carrying the flag in the parade or Arthur.  His name does not appear in the TAC list of graduates.    
 The photo raises a lot of questions for me.  Did Arthur and I share the job of carrying the flag or was he there only if I needed help?  Was carrying the flag an honor for something we did?  Where are we in Olney?  I remember that the parade went down Main Street.  Did it end at the Park?  Where did it start?  
 My second memory is from ERHS, probably my senior year in the great class of ’65. I wrote book reviews, articles and even a poem for the Tiger Rag.  Margot Steinhardt (Shumaker) was the editor.  Although I don’t remember high students marching, the Tiger Rag was given a white convertible to drive in the parade.  I persuaded Margot to let me drive the car.  I recall that at least one other member of the paper rode with us.  Who was it?  Did other student groups have cars?  
 Finally, I remember a parade while I was in grade school at Cherry Street, perhaps 4th or 5th grade.  My family had a small charcoal grill which rested on a tripod, with two wheels and a third leg.  We also had a set of utensils for use with the grill: a fork and a spatula with long necks and wooden handles, and a leather strap to hang them off a hook on the grill.  In the parade, I wore an apron, carrying one of the utensils, and pushed the grill on its wheels.  I have a hazy memory that Kerry Hough was with me.  To complete the picture, I had a few raw hot dogs on the grill.  And I ate one of the hot dogs as we marched.  Fortunately, I did not get sick from that escapade.  
 Does anyone remember there being a May Pole in the parade?  A long pole with colored streamers off the top that children held on to as the pole was carried down the street?  I have a vague memory of this happening in the very young grades.
