My name is Don Wilson, Class of '69, and I have a request, perhaps you and other subscribers to the Olney Memories can help........
I have a historical web site for the sharing of "hometown memories and pictures" and creating a digital archive of the same information for local History Societies. 
A current project concerns an effort by Dick Clark (mayor of Noble) to publish a pictorial book for the 150th anniversary of Noble next year (2012). Attached is the flyer for the History Book Anniversary Project. I am collecting one room schoolhouse class pictures from Denver and Noble Townships for the anniversary booklet. 
The overall scope of my efforts include ANY and ALL One Room Schoolhouse class pictures in RICHLAND County. Do you think the email contact list could be used to ask for help if any one has these pictures in their family albums or are aware of pictures in other family member albums (parents/grandparents etc)? If pictures could be scanned and the copies forwarded to me, they could be added to the web site and included in the anniversary booklet.
 
Attached is a picture of a display created by Paul Wirth and a map which lists the name and locating all one room school houses in Richland County.  This map and pictures are on display at the Carnegie History Museum in Olney.  The museum does not have pictures of all the schools or student class pictures and they would love to have more.  All pictures scanned and contributed by Olney Memories subscribers and other family members will be provided to the Noble History book project and to the Carnegie Museum.  
 
If anyone can provide the following before year end (perhaps notify your relatives that this effort is being attempted and get out those old albums and bring them to your holiday gatherings for your own trip down memory lane) that would be great!  Scan the pictures and send them in using the following guidelines:
 
Contributions:
 
1. Pictures need to be scanned at high resolution (preferably 600dpi, minimum 300dpi) and emailed as an attachment  to donwil90@sbcglobal.net
 
2. Identified people in the picture is a BONUS, even if the only one known is your ancestor. Scan the names on the back of photo if available or a left to right list in a Word document is okay. Include story or history text if you can interview living students in the photo.   Attached is an excellent class picture of Eyer School courtesy of Ruth Sayer. 
 
3 Pictures will be added to the historical web site with date, location, and identified names information.  www.atripdownmemorylane.com 
 
4. The picture, names and any historical text information will also be archived for use and display by the Carnegie Museum, Richland County Historical Society, and the Noble History booklet.
 
5. I am also interested in Rural Church History and would appreciate any photos that you might have concerning reunions, wedding pictures, chowders, community events, etc.  Attached is an example of an excellent historical church picture courtesy of Nancy Myers.
 
6. If you have a treasure trove of pictures, Triage them by oldest first, there is almost a sense of urgency to archive these before our elders (whose memories provide the detail for the pictures) pass away
