.Marcella Cummins Zorn's entry rang a bell with her name Zorn. Harvey Zorn was my band leader at Central, 1937-1939. I am wondering if Marcella is any relation.

Betty Schmalhausen's input with mention of her Dad's ham salad made my mouth water. I sure ate a bunch during my school years.

Jerry Scherer's picture of the Central basket ball team is another domino.

Ed Wright was my math and gym teacher at Central; '37-'39. I recall he saw and laughed in gym once when a hard hit soft ball missed my nose by a fraction of an inch.
He was a nice guy, he should have flunked me in 8th grade math but he gave me a D.

As I wrote in an input to an earlier OM that C.T. Cramer was my bible school teacher at the Methodist Church summer of 1938. He was Superintendent of schools. It must have been later than the 1944 picture that Loren Cammon and  Loren Mitchell ran for Superintendent. Mitchell won. (I think).
     
A more recent domino came from Ron Scherer's input about "Richland County Native Publishes New Book".  My class (1943) also had an author; two books.
