INS-Pl RATION 
Two years ago today, Joh n F. Kennedy died in Dallas, Texas. We have r e­

covered from the shock now and have made some evaluations of his goals and 
of his influence on American life . John Kennedy was a man to look up to, a 
man to emulate . He believed in the youth of his count r y; he felt that the youn g 
people were America's hope for the future . He gave us confiden ce in our­
s elves simply because he had so much co nfid ence in us. Joh n Kennedy r e­
stored educat ion and cultur e to the ir high places in American thought . He 
enco ura ged young a rtis ts, young poets , young auth ors, and young scientists. 
He had a genuine interest in the work of young people . President Kenn edy also 
beli eved in education; he asked for legis lation on edu cat ion. He knew tha t well ­
educa ted teen age rs were necessary to keep up America's position in the wor ld . 
He realized that only the well-educated could do th eir best in achieving the 
goals of th e sixties. 

John Kennedy gr eatly admired courage . It is his bequest to us. We can gain 
courage by thinking of his ideals and beli efs . He knew that teenage r s need 
cou rage to gr ow up and to defend the ir ideas. He realized that it takes cour age 
to cling to ideals when everyone else is backing out--to work for peace in our 
violen t wor ld . John Kennedy accepted the challenge of the gene r atio n by standing 
up for his bel iefs. The challenge falls to us, nowwe a r e the ones on whom the 
r es ponsib ility for r eaching the goals of our country r ests .

Succeeding presidents 
continued the custom and s ince th en 
Thanksgiv ing Day has been r egu lar ly 
obse r ved thr oughout the United States . 

The P il gr ims came to America fr om 
England to escape r eli gious persecu tion 
and dic tato r ship, t o make a future for 
the ir children, and to have som e of 
America's ple ntiful land . This day was 
set aside to thank God for many things: 
They tha nked Him for safe ly br ingin g 
th em to their destination b idin 
fhem throughout their journey . They 
thanked Him for making the ir settle ­
ment prospe r ous and fo r th e abunda nce 
of food from the harv es t , but m ost of 
all th ey thanke d Him for this land 
whic h all owed religious fr eedom . Today 
we can be th ankful for about the same 
things only on a larger sca le , th e 
abundance of food produced in Amer ­
ica, r eli gious fr eedo m, and a pros ­
perous countr y. 

Many r eli gious services a r e he ld 
and in New Eng land this day is a 
gr eat family festival almost com ­
pa r able to Chr istmas .
