Writing (No Credit), Speec h, and En ­
gli sh Li teratu r e. Government, Sociol­
ogy, and Economics may only be taken 
separate ly for makeup. Geograp hy is 
being offered to s tud ents in the 10th, 
11th, and 12th grades. Typing may be 
taken with credit or non-credit cour ses . 

Most of the courses being offe r ed are 
three period classes. The classes that 
may be taken for makeup only are: 
English 1, 2, 3; Intr oduction to Socia l 
Studies ; High School Arithmetic; and 
Bio logy 1. Alge br a 1 and U. S. His tor y 
may be taken for both makeup and 
regular. There will al so be an honors 
U.S. History class. 

Other courses being offered inc lud e 
th e following: American Governmen t­
Sociology ; Amer i c an Government -
Economics; Prob lems of Contemporary 
Society; and World History in th e 
socia l studies field. In mathematics, 
Algeb r a 1 is being offe r ed . Biolog y 
(BSCS) 1 and 2 a r e being offered as 
well as Chemistry 1 and 2. The in­
dustrial arts classes being offered 
ar e Drafting 1, Machine Processes, and 
Power Mechanics. Foods 1 and Clo­
thing 1 are a lso being off er ed . In 
business education, Notehand, P ersona l 
Typing, and Bookkeeping ar e being 
offe r ed. Basic Art and Advanced Art 
are being offered al so. The Music De­
partment will offer Harm ony and Music 
Appreciation. Health will be offe r ed for 
students in the 10th grade or higher . 

High sc hool summe r school s tu dents 
are expected to car r y a full load. This 
means two subjects or one of the total 
yea r courses . Exceptions to this ruling 
will be kept to a minimum.

WOULD YOU BELIEVE? 
Would you believe that winter is over? How about coming out of hiber­

nation? Shall we try dropping out of the doldrums that have plagued us for 
the winter? Let's face it, LaSalle has been dead for a long time . It seems 
that LaSalle's student body has been hibernating since last November. 

For an example, consider the recent elections. They certainly stirred up 
a lot of enthusiasm . Students just slept through the speeches, and then when 
it was time to vote they asked, "Who is that? I never heard of him ." Or take 
the examp l e of the great turnout at the last school dance. There were only 
two hundred kids out of a possible eleven hundred at the dance. Some La­

When 
spirit appears so sporadically, it certainly isn't real . Why at some basket­
ball games there were more faculty members than students. Isn't it odd that 
LaSalle students don't even take the easy way out of the school spirit rap by 
buying tickets to the ball games. What will the students do when they have to 
shoulder the responsibilities of well - rounded school spirit? 

What is wrong here? LaSalle -i tes seem to have no opinions on anything . 
They don't give a darn about the war in Viet Nam. They don't care about a 
National Honor Society . They don't care if the auditorium is completed by 
June or not. The student body's response to everything is "uhhhh" ------

Bend chapter of the American Red 
Cross, visited LaSalle last week to 
discuss and dem onstrate artificial re­
suscitation. He brought with him a 
doll made in Norway and modeled after 
a girl who had drowned there. There 
are about 12,000 lives lost each year 
that could be prevented if the person or 
persons in the area of the injured 
person had applied artificial respir­
ation in four to eight minutes after 
the victim was stricken. Bathtubs, 
backyard pools, overdose of drugs, 
poisonous gases, and electrocution are 
some of the causes of stoppage of 
breathing . The color of the victim will 
be a basic blue to a bluish-white. If 
the stoppage of breathing is due to 
carbon monoxide poisoning, the color 
will be a bright cherry red. 

Never try to give respiration to a 
person who has been given an electric 
shock if they are still holding on to the 
wire. Take a piece of cloth or a stick 
of some kind and pull the wire off the 
victim. If you are giving artificial 
respiration to a small child, you should 
cover both his mouth and nose, not only 
the mouth, as in the case of adults 
rnd larger children.

Mr. Mollett, an expert at giving arti ­
ficia l resuscitation, said that if a 
person stops breathing, whoever gets 
there first should not call the Fire 
Department or Police Department, but 
begin artificial resuscitation at once. 
After telling us this information, he 
began to give Annie artific ial resusci­
tation, but hardening of the arteries 
(veins and capilla ri es) began to set 
in.
