Reporters 
are much mor e acc urat e and unbiased, print ing has advanced so much that 
selling prices are kept low, and the educa ti on of newspaper people has brough t 
about a better quality of newspapers. 

Communica ti on is al so an imp ortant facto r in the popularity of news ­
papers. For instance, in some obscu r e areas of the world, there are no radio 
or television com muni cations; however, with th e publi ca ti on of newspapers, 
the inha bi tants of these a r eas communica te with the outside world. 

Rather than boring you with nume r ous stat istics and preaching about the 
importa nce of newspapers, this writer ca n simply encourag e you to pick up 
a newspaper and see for yourself how impo rt ant it is . Or , perhaps you are not 
"game" enough to try this. You can cut you rs elf off from all forms of com ­
munication (radio, television , et c.). The newspape r can also off er enterta inm ent.

Indiana University , the largest state 

support ed schoo l in Indiana, is locat ed 
at Bloomington, Indiana . The Univers ity 
is housed on a main ca mpus and on 
ten branch campuses throughout the 
stat e with an annual enrollment of 
about 36,000 . 

I. U. offe rs ove r 100 basic courses 
with an average cost of $1,400 a yea r 
including books, tuition, fees, and r oom 
and board. It als o offers the combined 
degree programs of the College of 
Arts and Sciences and Schools of Bus ­
iness , Law, Music, Medicine, and 
Dentistry. The gr aduate schoo ls of 
nursing and optometry, the evening 
school of law and a special division 
of social service are located on the 
main campus as well as the branches. 

Since the university is such a large 
one the facu lt y wants to mak e sure 
each student is interested in its ac ­
tivities and that they have no special 
problems. For this reason 1.U. has 
over ten different counseling and per ­
sonnel services which the students can 
take advantage of at any time. Also 
the uni versity has excellent scholar­
ship opportuniti es. T o be eligible for 
them you must be in the upper two­
thirds of you r class and get a reason ­
ab ly good score on the Scholastic 
Aptitude T es t. 

But it is not all wor k at I. U. There 
are dozens of sororities and frater ­
nit ies and clubs to join . In fact these 
clubs and organizations are recognized 
as an important part of campus life. 
Also there is a form of student gov­
ernment through the student Senate 
which a lways has the studen t's interests 
at heart.

will then be selec ted fr om the fina lis t 
group. 

High sc hool grad es, creative ac ­
complis hments, leadership qualities, 
extr acur ricul a r activ ities, and schoo l 
citizens hip of the students a r e eva lu­
ated, along with their test scores, in 
selecting Merit Scholars. 

To improve the oppor tuniti es of 
financial ass istan ce for those needing 
aid, N.M.S.C. sends the names of 
semi -fi nalis ts to all regionally ac ­
credited colleges and universities, 
scholarship - granting agencies, and 
other sources of financial aid . Studies 
s how that about half of the semi­
finalis ts in for mer yea rs have re­
ceive d aid from sources othe r than 
the Merit Progr a m. 

In past programs a t le a st 97% of 
semi - finalists have become finalists. 
Each finalis t receives a Ce rtifi cate 
of Merit in recognition of his dis­
tinguished performance in the pr o­
gr am. Finalists are eligib le fo r th e 
scho lars hips sponsored by N.M.S. and 
some 340 corp orations, foundations, 
colleges, unions, trusts, professional 
associat ions, other or gani zatio ns, and 
individuals. 

Names of the Merit Scholars chos en 
from among the F inalists will be an­
nounced around May 3, 1967. The exact 
number of awards will depend upon the 
extent of sponso r support. 

Eac h Merit Scholarship is a four ­
year award cove r ing the undergraduate 
years of coll ege. The a mount of fi­
nancial assistance is individually de ­
term ined by the winner's need. For 
th e student already financially able to 
attend colle ge, the aid may be as little 
as $400 for four years . Those with 
high need may r eceive the normal 
maximum of $6,000 or $1,500 per 
year . Winners choose their own col­
leges and courses of st udy. 

Patrick Moon is among 38,000 stu ­
dents in the United Sta tes who scored 
in the upper two percent of those who 
will graduat e thi s yea r. The com­
mended students rank just below the 
14 ,000 semi - finalists.
