Day was celeb r ated dur ing the second 
winter the P lymouth co lonists spent in 
the New World. The fi r st winter was 
such a ha r d one that it killed nearly

on one s ide and wealth on the other . new hope gr ew in the summer of 1621. 

In Afghan istan, time was found to 
vis it the old Buddhist temples and 
thei r unforgettable monumen ts .

His purpose was to help 
business by making the shoppin g period 
between T han ksgiving and Christmas 
longer . In 1941 Congress ruled that 
the 4th T hursday be a legal holiday 
known as Thanksgiving . 

In the Unit ed States today, Thanks­
giving is usually a family day cele ­
br ated with big dinners and joyous 
reunions. Even th e mention of Tha nks­
g iving brings to mind memories of 
kitchens full of good th ings to eat, 
wh ich always include turkey and 
dressing .
