FESTIVAL OF LIGHTS 
TO BE CELEBRATED 

Chanukah, t he Jewish "Feast of 
Lights" will officially begin at sundown 
December 7. The Hebrew word,' 'Chan­
ukah" means ded ication. Th e holiday 
falls on the eve of th e 25th day of th e 
Heb r ew month of Keslev and lasts eight 
days. 

The Apocryphal books of the Mac ­
cabees tell the story of this holiday . 
In 165 B.C . the J ews in Judea defeated 
t he Syrian tyrant Antichus . They ce le­
brated in the Temple in Jerusalem, and 
it was rededicated to God . After 
c lea ning the temp le of Syrian idols, they 
found only one sma ll container of oil 
t o light their holy lamps , but mir­
aculously the oil lasted eight days . 
Judas Maccadaeus then p r oclaime d a 
festival to be obse r ved by the Jews. 

During Chanukah, gifts are ex ­
changed and contributions are made to 
th e poor. Each evening, one addit iona l 
candle is lig hted on the Chanukah 
Menorah (candelabra) and by the last 
day, all eig ht candles are lighted. 
This is a festive holiday for the l ittle 
ch il dren when th ey play with a small 
toy ca ll ed a "dredle" (top) . They eat 
pota to panca kes (lat kes) and wait for 
the gifts they will receive.

The Good Citizen from each high 
school in St. J osep h County will tak e 
an examination on December 10 at 
Riley High Schoo l. This examination 
will cove r American history and civics 
on three lev els: local, state, and nation­
al , and will also r equi r e some knowl ­
edge of cu rr ent events . 

Examination papers will be gr aded 
with th e names removed from the 
papers and the county winner will be 
named. Subsequently, a panel of judges 
appointed by the State Reg ent an d 
State Cha irman of the D.A.R. will grade 
the paper to determin e the State's Good 
Citizen, who will ent er the national 
competition for a $1,000 scholarsh ip.
