Go Into Every flr-TIDFIssue 

Do you sometimes wonder 
ho»v the H I - T I D E is put out? 
We l l , a lot of work goes behind 
each and every issue of the H I -
T I D E . To plan, w r i t e , type, 
p a s t e , p r i n t , and d i s t r ibute 
hundreds of copies is a m a j o r , 
t ime - consuming operation. 

A f t e r s t o r i e s are chosen, 
ASSIGNMENTS are made. H I -
TIDE r e p o r t e r s s e e k the 
source of in format ion , be i t^ 
t e a c h e r , student, o r event. 
Getting interv iews is not as 
easy as you may think. People 
at this high s c h o o l are u n ­
usually busy. 

Typed in Columns 

After s tor ies are w r i t t e n , 
okayed by the source of i n f o r ­
mat ion , and c h e c k e d , MRS. 
W I L L I A M H O O K E R , the as­
sistant p r i n c i p a l ' s wife, types 
them into C O L U M N S o n an 
e l e c t r i c t y p e w r i t e r . Upon r e ­
t u r n to school, the typed a r t ­
icles are c h e c k e d , cut, and 
pasted together. 

HEADLINES are put together 
l e t t e r - b y - l e t t e r . T h e r e are 

•over a dozen sizes of headline 
type to pick f r o m , ranging f r o m 
t iny "1712-s" to giant "8260's. " 
The headlines must say some­
thing and be certa in lengths, 
no longer and no shorter . 

The c a r d b o a r d paper on 
which ar t i c l e s and headlines 
are pasted is called the D U M ­
MY. I t is about 13 by 18 inches 
in size, 50 per cent l a r g e r 
than the paper i tse l f . There 
are four dummies , one f o r each 
page. 

P L A N N I N G each page is 
p e r h a p s t h e most d i f f i cu l t 
phase of putt ing out an issue. 
The a r t i c l e s , headlines, and 
photographs must f i t exactly 
in a n ice - look ing arrangement. 
Ed i t ing of ar t i c l e s and careful 
measurement are requ i red . 

Pasting Messy 

The last stage before p r i n t ­
ing is the messy part , PAST­
ING. Two t o four hours are 
r e q u i r e d to paste each page, 
assuming unforeseen events do 
not occur. A f t e r the dummies 
are pasted, p ictures are n u m ­
bered to insure they w i l l be 
placed in the proper posit ion by 
the p r i n t e r . As night wanes, 
the dummies and pictures are 
p l a c e d i n a giant bag to be 
picked up the next morn ing . 

Staff Counts Papers 

Three schooldays la ter the 
f inished copies are del ivered 
to the high school (the staff 
hopes ! ) . A f t e r examining the 
copies and hoping to see ev­
eryth ing a l l r i ght - p ic tures in 
t h e r i g h t places, headlines 
s t ra ight , no blots o r white gaps -
the p a p e r s a r e counted and 
placed in piles f or each home­
room and d i s t r ibuted as quickly 
as possible dur ing homeroom 
to you. . . w h o ' s j u s t s i t t i n g 
there . ^
