" K i d s vote for popular s t u ­

dents, " summarizes the opin­
ion of the m a j o r i t y of RRHS»ers 
revealed a recent survey held 
by the H I - T I D E . 

Eighty students were pol led 
as to t h e i r opinion on the ques­
t i o n , " A r e s c h o o l elections

F r e s h m a n P a m Hartzel 
c o m m e n t s that the qualified 
students are often passed by 
"because they don't r u n around 
w i t h the popular cliques or 
aren ' t showy enough to draw 
attent io j i . "
