military fort to protect settlers from Apache
; att:acks. Operated as a military fortification
| until 1896, it played a part in the Civil War,

1 was the first Tuberculosis Hospital in New
| Mexico, was an internment camp for German
seamen during World War II, and is known for
heroes such as Kit Carson, Black Jack Pershing,
Buffalo Soldiers of the 8th and 9th Cavalry, |
and the notorious Billy the Kid. The Bureau of Land |
Management (BLM) and Fort Stanton oversees
thousands of acres surrounding the fort.

Wekome to the BELM Fort Stanton Area of Critical Enwi-
rommental Concem (ACEC). Fort Stanibn was estadshed
in 1255 as a cavaly fort. Today, the Bureauof Land Man-
agement (BLIM) manages the area for biological, amtaeo-
logical, scientific and quality recreation opportunities.

TRAILS
The ara as 60 miks of home fhike fmountain bike tmis.
It i5 likely that cavaly patrols followed parts of the same
trmils in the 18505 throwh the turn of the century. Use
caution in steep, bose, mwcky areas. Most of the tmils

ar notmechanically constructed or designed b any
standard. The g ority of the tmils start at the Home
Traik Parking Lot on Higtway 220, Hithing mils, sock
water, and a toikt are locad inthe mikng bt. Wakr
and electrc hookupe am availble for spedal events. The
tmilsystem designallows e questrians, hikes and moun-
tain kikers © emjoy the backcountry of Fort Stanton.

Hike the 2-mik Petrogkph Trail along the Rio Bonito
and glimpee the past The Petrogkph Fock, a huge 12-
foot high bolder is loc d at the midpoint in the trailin
the river bed. Other petog kyphs can ke Hund on the
mock faces and oulders within the area. The Jormada
Mogolon pecked these mck symbols aboutd00 years
ago. Petroglyphs and other dumblke ikms are the onky
remairs to link to the culture and lifs tyk of these ancient

peofe. The traillemgthis easy to modemte huking, with
a few hills, and areas with bose botng. Pan to spend
at kast one houronthe trail The tail anbe mached

from Mew Mexico State Highway 220 west of the Serma
Blnca Regional Airport. Follow the signs stating *Up-
par Rio Bonito" to the bottom of the hill and tum keft for
appmxdma ely one mile until you each the tmil head.

FORT STANTON CAVE

Fort Stanton Cave is a “wild" cave and the third bongest
cave inMNew Mexico with 12 plus miks of passage. In
2001 the Snowy River portion of the cawe was dscoverd
and contairs the bngest @we formation in the word.

The cave & open for mereational e xplonng by pemmit
from April 15 © Movember 1, and is clbsed during the
winter months to protect hibemating bats. The cave &
bcked to prokect other unique msoumes and © prvent

unsis pecting vsitors from senous mjury. You may visit
the @we by contacting the BLM Roswell Field Office.
