Bob Hicks met his fate in 1999 11.! 
in the electric chair at Michigan 
City. He was convict ed of murder 
after scaring Dan Miller to death 
with his fog horn. Th e trial sur­
p assed even the famous Zenger 
Lib erty Trial and included a fila­
bmte:r of six months duration by 
J im Sears, prosecuting attorney, 
who finally turned the jury of Bob's 
b est friends against him . Don Van­
ett, Phyllis Loutzenhiser, Pat Rohr­
b augh, and Bob Yode r were among 
those who at last yie ld ed to the cry 
of "Down With Hicks." 
strike the U. S. in years. 

We find several people who died 
as a result of Dick Carlson's life 
work at Me'rcy Hospital in Vin egar 
Switch , just outside of Mishawaka. 
Dick was considered among the 
most successfu l in our class during 
his life on earth since he held so 
many lives in his hands. Betty Nan­
dell and Doro thy D unbar , both suf­
fering from acut e schizophomonia , 
gambled -on Dick's technical skill 
and lost. They both died of Pto­
maine poisoning from the stew he 
cooked in his capacity as Dietary 
Technician (chief cook and bottle­
washer at the hospital.)

The 
idea " blew" across the nation like 
a cyclone , and Warren became a 
millionaire over night. Inevitably , 
he fell victim to his own wealth and 
cunning when he forgot to turn ,off 
the switch one day and "bl ew" his 
brains out. 

The tragedy proved to be a boon 
for Paul LaMar , Warr en's old bud­
dy , who was at the time demon­
strating shaving techniques for the 
Chillette Company. As a result of 
a million dollar legacy left him by 
Warren , P aul founded his own 
bank. Mel Edgerton and Bill 
Weatherly also had joined the ranks 
of the " financial tycoons" during 
their stay on earth. At the peak of 
their careers, they were president, 
and vice-presid ent of the only 
manufacturing company in Amer­
ica to make square footballs. Their 
slogan was , "in all kinds of weath­
er, our ball has the edge ."

Wright , after patenting his own for­
mula of a special ink for legal docu­
ments , established this one: Write 
Rites Right with Wright. Wilma 
Siebenmark was one -of Gene's most 
ardent consumers-she used noth­
ing but his ink on all her legal pa­
pers (she was head of the first 
women's American Legion.) Lois 
Beck and Georgianna St einer did 
a ll her clerical work. J erry Oll ­
man and Neil VanHouten both died 
from the same malady-acute loss 
of breath--Jerry from trying to play 
the "Minute Waltz" in 15 seconds 
on his trombone-Ne il from recit­
ing his fuH name ten times at the 
U . S. Dr aft B oard. Aft er arriving 
in heaven , Jerry had completely re­
nounced the trombone, and had b e­
come first tenor in the choir direct­
ed by Bob Ric e . Neil preferred to 
become the fourth member of a 
harp quartet composed of George 
Everts , Jack D ickson, and Roy Sei­
fer. 

So all were accounted for except 
two. The whole thing seemed to be 
left up to Accountant Vance who 
had lost his most heavenly titl e. H e 
sent a message to a special news 

· agent on earth, Bob Ross. Bob had 
gained this position soon after grad­
u ation on the r ecommendation of 
Mr. Goldsberry. Bob and hi s tw o 
helpers , Elaine Rolfe and Larr y 
Steele, went to work immediately. 
The two absentees were at la st 
found. Lois Warstler and Nancy 
Watson were still in 201 thinking 
of funny things to finish the proph­
ecy.
