Thefts and mutilation of books at the Jersey City Public
Library have reached such alarming proportioms that the
director may have 1o clese up the book stacks and have palrons
checked out before they leave the bbrary.

Pages are being torn out of valuable reference works and
sets are being broken wp by thefts, Director William Roehren-
beck reports.

The general distribuition section is also. suffering serious
