Professionally, Ray's career has inchuded management positions in the healthcare
field, especially in the area of corporare health awareness and services, and for many
years he headed his own human resources firm. Also, on the collegiate level he has
toughr courses and fecrured on such diverse topics as juvenile justice, career
management, 5t Faul's Letter to the Romans, and the Theology of Revolution. He also
is an accomplished writer and peet.
