Oct. 17 brought St. Joe into our 
mid,st, . and .the fellows fa llin g ·back 
on las t"yea ·r's score, got the idea the 
gaime wou ld be easy, .and were there­
fore the entire first half in waking 
up to the fact th.at they were not 
playing the ,same team we beat so 
decisively the fa ll before. Then this 
s·ad fact in our m ind we went ,out in 
the last trwo quarters .and scored 
four touch-downs, two of which were 
not allowed making the score 14 -0 . 

On Oct. 24 came the hardest game 
of the year. We beat Elkhart H. S., 
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the referee , and the crowd. We went 
into ch.at game O"ut-weighed t hirty 
pound,s to ,a ,man.

least. With a le ad of 13 points th ey 
seemed sec u re, :but from then on to 
t he finish, w ith the pO"ssi-bility of the 
la ,st two m inut es they were out­
p layed, outfought an d licked ,by a 
team 'fa r ,superior in my estimation 
in everything but weight . 

The neiet Saturday we journeyed to 
Goshen, fu.Jly ex·pecting a fight. Go­
shen ·has in pa,st years been a sort o 
jinx to the lo ca l team . In two min­
u,tes after opening of the game it 
was p lainly evident that the team 
which represents Goshen lacked the 
vitality and fight of former Goshen 
e levens. This wa ,s our easiest game 
of the season, ,both first and ,second 
teams •being used . 

Next in lin e came Dowagiac, a 
tellllll w ith too large a store of confi ­
dence to play football.

It was 
p laye d in the morning wh ich gav:e 
Hammon d a decid ed a dv antage owing 
to the lon g trip we had to make ju st 
previou ,s to t ,he game. This fact 
didn't seem to dishearten our fel ­
lows in the least, -an d we ,went into 
that game playing •by far our ·best 
game of the season. The team wor k 
in this g.ame was sp lendid. We went 
into th.at game with instru ct ions to 
•tear ·UP their line, but this wasn't 
as easy a,s i,t sounds, so with the 
start we opened u p with an assort ­
ment of tricks wh ich had the whole 
H,a,m:mond team dumbfounded in two 
minutes, scoring at our pleasure from 
•that point on ,to the end of the game. 

At 1:lhe c1ose of this g.ame, .an ex­
ceptiona l treat was in store for u,s . 
Through the kindness of the Board 
of Control, we were taken into Ch i­
cago ·th.at afternoon where we were 
spectators at the Car lisle-Notre Dame 
game, wh ich N. D. ,won ,so decisively. 
We spent that night in the city, be­
ing royally entertained by our coach 
wit •h t h e consent of the Board of 
Control, to who,m we as ,a ,team ex ­
tend our heartiest thanks . 

Although our season offici-ally 
closed w ith the Hammond game, we 
·have decided o, play St. Joe this a fter­
n•oon, the proceeds of whi ch will be 
turned over to charity. Can .anyone 
suggest a beter cawse? I am sure 
they can not, so let's turn out a 
thou ·sand ,strong, sup .port our team 
and by so doing help those less for­
tuna 1te than ourselves, through the 
long winter which now faces us.
