An integrated course 
probably to be labeled Social Living 
will be introduced and required of 
all social studies students in their 
senior year of school.

damental problems of social, econom­
ic, and international life and will 
therefore eliminate the two formal 
courses of Economics and Interna­
tional Relations now being offered.
