COUNCIL ATTACKS 

THIEVERY PROBLEM 
The problem of reducing stealing 

and setting up a grievance court ha v e 
been the main topic s for discussion at 
the las t two studen t council meetings. 

Council members suggested a num­
ber of way s to cut down the stealing 
in school. Represen tati ves were asked 
to check w ith their home room s, to 
see wh at method the students pre­
ferred to sol ving thi s pr oblem. Most 
student s seemed to agree th at the s tu­
dent coun cil should rent locks , and 
take them around to the home rooms , 
a lthough another suggestion w as th at 
the purch as e of a lock be compulso ry 
by h av ing the price of it included in 
the school fees. 

The grievance court promised by 
the student council is in the proce ss 
of becoming a re ality. At pa st mee t ­
ing s, it was decided to h ave a panel 
of seven council members hear the 
char ges befo r e the entire student 
council. Thi s panel is to judge gu ilty 
or not guilty , and recommend punish­
ment to Mr. Pointer , who can enforce 
the penalt y if nece ssa r y. 

At pre sent, members are consider­
ing h av ing tw o courts - one to hear 
student grievances , and one to deal 
with any Central students w ho di s­
obey city or school rules. A commit­
tee of Steve Stavropoulous , Jerry 
Mo ss , Terry Friddh , Louie Cohen, 
Carlyle K ava d as, and Don Doremus 
w as appointed to draw up plans and 
pr es er-t them at the ne x t m ee ting. 

The council is also planning to ha ve 
identific a tion cards printed for each 
member so he may get out of class 
w ithout trouble , and to pre vent stu­
dents who are not members of the 
coun cil from com ing to meetings. 

"Stepping Stones To 
Graduation" 

Many of the shop courses offered a t 
Centr al are conducted under the new 
philosophy of industrial arts - indi­
vidual work. This is part of the trend 
of education where students progress 
as quickly as they are cap able. 

There are many subdi v isions of the 
course called shop in which about half 
the boys at school p articipate under 
the direction of Mr. Nestlerode , Mr. 
L angell , Mr . Winther, Mr. Ingram , 
Mr. Barnbrook, and Mr . Emrick . Al­
though patience , and a willingne ss to 
apply yourself are virtues , almost 
anyone with interest enjoys these 
cour ses. At graduation the boy with 
eight successful semesters of shop and 
outstanding ability is awarded a 
med al of a chievement. 

Aeronautics became a field of work 
w hen the Wrights m ade the first air­
flight so m any years ago. Since then , 
aeronautics has progressed r apidly 
tow ard the development of an air age. 
Within this clas s, boys ha v e worked 
with aircr aft engines in the pa st . 
Now , instruction h as been broadened 
to include an education in air traffic 
control , theo ry of flight , construction 
and testing of models , communica­
tio ns , w eather, link trainer experi­
ence , exper iment s, and aerodyn amic s. 
Thi s cl as s prepare s boys for mo st an y 
job in thi s sphere of wo rk such as pi­
lot , a ir pl ane mech anics , weather a nd 
r ad io m an at the airport , or ev en a 
manu fa cturer of the se winged motor­
propelled flying m a chine s. 

Auto me chanic s is another popula r 
shop course , in w hich all people who 
ow n cars should take an interest. Thi s 
deve loped from the early bl ack smith 
shop and with the Model-T Ford 
r eall y bec ame a spe cia li zed field . The 
en gine is the m ain p ar t of th e auto-

in the country, did not achieve that reputation for nothing. 
Your editorial writer's bombshell of a few weeks ago did not 

mean to give the impression that South Bend schools are all bad. 
Undoubtedly, they have more in their favor than possibly any pub­
lic school system in' the country. 

The aforementioned editorial, written in the fire of inspiration , 
was to bring out the school city's weaknesses . Perhaps they were 
stated a little too strongly , but certainly the good points of the 
school system, and particularly those of Central , far outweigh 
the bad. 

Central , representative of the other South Bend schools, is a 
progressive school. We are given the best in textbooks . We have 
a sizable library , both for pleasure reading and for reference . The 
finest methods of instruction are em ployed . 

The fact that many students do not apply themselv es to their 
fullest capacity is largely the fault of those students themselves. 
Perhaps we fail to realize that education must be geared to the 
masses so that when a Central student graduates, he is equipped 
with the basic knowledge that will make him able to cope with this 
tro ubl ed world . 

In addition to the excellent curricular facilities Central offers , 
we are fortunate to have a well-rounded program in sports, dra­
matics, and other activities, represented by the many service clubs 
and organizations at Central. And because of Central's size, we 
have a variety of people , and we have the opportunity to see and 
do more in the way of assemblies, and extra means of education 
and entertainment. 

These things did not just happen. They are the result of har­
mony and cooperation and planning by an excellent faculty. There 
are obstacles in teaching which Central's outstanding faculty is tak­
ing large steps to overcome. My apologies to them. They are doing 
.an excellent job against tremendous odds, and not enough people 
realize it.

This is a truly heart-warming story 

about the life of a great troup er a nd 
her struggle for sucess. Because of 
heartaches brought about by family 
troubles, Gertrude Lawrence decid ed 
to follow in her father 's footstep s and 
seek her theatrical goal. She le ft 
home when only ten ye ar s old , to 
face the complexities of the the a tr e 
life . Ye ars of hard work and a contin­
ua l striving for perfection rewarded 
this little star with a great career 
amid st bright lights and in inner sat ­
isfa ction which dw arf ed a ll discour­
age ment. 

During the second world war, Ger­
trude married , gave birth to a b ab y 
g1rl, and found herself divorced be- ­
fore she was able to fully comp:-e­
hend what had happened . 

Probably her greatest and mos t 
widely-discussed role was Gertrude 
Lawrence's portrayal of Liza, a 
neurotic lady editor in Broadway's 
"Lady in the Dark." This part 
brought her to the top, and stimulated 
the rapid growth of her "public." Be­
fore her death , this September, Miss 
Lawrence starred in the Broadway 
production of "The King and I."

Cabinet making is a course which 
iseems extremely interesting.

chair. Cabinet making V and VI are 
often referred to as pattern making. 
Herein is a more ,skilled business of 
making a wood pattern to be used for 
iron casting of the machines which 
have accelerated industry. This craft 
was developed in the time of the 
pyramids, but attained its prime in 
colonial days . The skill is now gen­
erally: considered a handicraft hobby 
studied more often for recreation than 
future work. However, men with this 
background of knowledge are em­
ployed at Singer's, Oliver , the Toy 
Company, and many other factories.
