The Senior Gift 
The senior class is considering the most importan t of its deci­

sions: what to leave the school as the cla ss gift. 
Of t he nu merous possibi litie s, th e choices seem to have na rro wed 

down to tw o - stage equ ipment , or the money to publish the Blue 
Book. 

The Blue Book, which was writ ten two years ago by mem ber s of 
th e Student Council, cont ains infor matio n which stud ent s would 
find useful. It te lls bri efly of courses, schoo l rul es, the school calen ­
dar; it list s the teach ers ; and it conta ins a floor pla n of the school.

The other choi ce - that of stage equipmen t - would includ e 
largely lighting apparatus; a switc hboard for the lights and a ne w 
set of dimmers. 

Fo r severa l years now , the Bar nstor mers and Mr. Casaday have 
bee n producing plays und er the handi cap of exrem ely poor and worn 
light ing facilities. Wh en "T he F isher man and His Soul" was pre ­
sented, we saw the difficulti es with the lights when they were not 
wor kin g prop erly . 

The switchboard has been spliced and repaired t ime and again, 
but it has reached th at point where repairs will not hold; next year 
is the year for a revue, but Mr . Casaday has ann ounc ed that unle ss 
someth ing is done to impr ove the lightin g equipment , he will he 
unable to present a revue. 

While the Blue Book is impo rtant , the demand for lighting is 
more immediate. If th e class prese nt s the schools with mone y for 
stage lights, th e revue ma y be given next year, and pos sibly the 
proceeds fro m that might go toward the publishing of the Blue 
Book. In that way, we can kill two birds with one stone. 

Mr. Casaday and th e Barnstormers have done great thing s for 
the school; they have co-operated with us , the seniors, and with 
the Student Council and va riou s other org anizations on money­
ma king pr ojects . Mr. Casa day has lifted high school drama at 
Central out of the realm of the Corliss Archer play.

F or the Bears it was a heartening 
and encouraging victory , coming 
right after last week's bad news, the 
ineligibility of senior Jim Vitou . 
Vitou , the No . 1 man had been cruis­
ing along on a average of 77, until 
he was declared ineligible for taking 
only two solids the last half of his 
senior year. 

Anderson, defending state champs, 
finished a formidable second with 
316 strokes for a mark of 79 per man . 
Last year's meet champ, Crawfords­
ville Ath e nians, were well on the 
list in the No. 7 spot with a 4-man 
total of 339. Host team, LaPorte and 
Hammond tied for third place hon ors 
with 324.

Tech in 1949. 

Tom Schafer led all golfers with a 
sudden death medalist victory over 
6' 5" Bill Mull of Logansport on the 
second after both had toured the 
regular 18 with 75's . Juniors Charlie 
Thurn, 78, and Bruce Dunfee, 79, and 
freshman Mart y Kleva , 81, were next 
in line for the Bears.

Central, even without the services 
of Jim Vitou, avenged a 71/z-71/z early 
season tie with LaPorte as they edged 
the Slicers 81/z -6 1/z at Ersk ine.

Tracksters Take Time Out for Photo 
The Cent ra l track team fell a sca nt 

two points behind LaP orte in the sec­
tional meet last Frid ay afternoon. 
Tupper F ield in Mishawaka was the 
scene of the second consecutive vic ­
tory for the Slicers. A clear , sunny 
day helped the thin - clads to show 
their talents. Eighteen team s were 
entered and the five twin-cit y teams 
followed the victors in total team 
points. 

LaPorte placed two men in the high 
hurdle s and one in each of the · other 
eight places they took. Th ere were 
thirteen different event s, with four 
places awarde d in each. The y also 
boasted the only double winner in 
Bucky Haag who took both the 100 
and 220 yard dash events. 10.1 sec­
onds was the ver y fast winning time 
in the century. 

Turning to the runner up Centra l 
side of the picture shows Bob Scan­
nell and John Dunnuck placing sec ­
ond and fourth in the shot put; John 
Clark and John Gary, third and 
fourth in the 100; Georg e Rohrback 
and Dan Mathews ran second and 
fourth in the 440; Gary again and 
Jack Cote took thirds in the 220 and 
pole vault; Cote and Jim Major in 
the broad jump racked up a second 
and fourth. This makes four events 
in which the B ears placed two · men. 
To top it all off, the Bruins took th eir 
only blue ribbon with the mile relay 
team compo sed of sophs Da n Mathews 
and Bob Zarembka, Junior, John 
Clark , and senior, Geor ge Rohrback .

That completed the Central scor ­
ing. They placed 12 men to only 9 
for the winners. The difference was 
the visitors four firsts . 

The surprise of the meet was the 
strong showing made by Adams and 
Central. The Eagles deadlocked wit h 
Riley for third sporting 22 points. 

Two broken records slightly smooth ­
ed the ruffled fur of the Wildcats , who 
anticipated a higher rank in the final 
point totals. John Abell broke hi s 
own record in the 180 yard low hur­
dles by clipping 11/z seconds off the 
initial effort last year. H e was the 
other double winner, copping th e 
high hurdles also. Dick Siechty went 
12 feet 3 inches for a new sectional 
mark. Brealon Donaldson , the spec ­
tacular "jack -of-all-trades " from 
Michigan City was una ble to com­
pete because he reached the 20 year 
age limit last week. Donaldson un­
doubtedly would have done even bet ­
ter than Liechty. He went 12 feet 
six inches to write a new conference 
record this season. An even better 
12-8 was notched unofficially in a 
dual meet, also. 

Centra l and LaPorte were the only 
teams in the running as the other s 
fell far behind in points . It was a

GOLF MENTORS 
HOLD MEETING 

Recently the go lf coa ches of the six 
member Northern Indiana Confer­
ence held a meeting to discuss rule 
change s. 

Golf Coach Bud Emerick rep resen t­
ed Central. 

Two major rules were changed . 
The first was decision to make the 
high school rules conform with the 
professional tournaments . In the pro­
fessional match either all match scor­
ing or all medal scoring is used. Pre­
viously in prep circles a mixture of 
match-mat ch medal wa s used . In 
other words the golfer who won the 
most holes on the first nine holes 
would receive a point , likewise; the 
golfer who won the most on the sec­
ond nine would receive a point . Then 
the total strokes would be added and 
the golfer with the lowest number of 
strokes would receive the third point . 

Under the new match system the 
first two points are acquired the same 
way as before. The third point is 
given by adding the total number of 
holes won, thus the golfer with the 
most number of holes won wins the 
third point.

Bill Forrests's three first places 
were not enough to pull the Wash­
ington track team through to victory 
last week . This was the second con­
secutive meet in which the opponents 
have boasted a triple winner. John 
Obell of Riley scored three times 
against the Bears. 

Central slammed three events while 
piling up 641/z points to 44 1/z. John 
Clark won the 100-yard dash in 10.4 
seconds, followed by Gary and Pilar­
ski. Jim Major leaped 19' 10" to 
take a first in the broad jump. Jack 
Cote and Arcni e Simmons to"'oK the 
other two places. Bob Scannell, John 
Dunnuck , and Ed Nailon finished in 
that order in the shot put . The dis­
tance was a mediocre 42' 111/z" for 
Scannell , but good enough for first 
place.
