What effec t ha s Central's decre ased enrollment had on the athletic 
program ? 

We believe effec~s can be found in two genera l areas; first in the 
n_umber of boys gomg out for sports and its direct effect on the var­
sity spo~ts an~, second ly, in the decreased ticket sa les and sub seq u ent 
loss of fina ncial support for th e athletic department . Du e to lack of 
sp ace only th e fir st problem will be disc us sed in th is iss ue, we will take 
th e state of the finances and draw some conclusions in the next issue. 

~1th Cent ral still holding its ow n compet itively as ev idenced by a 
thi rd place all - sports stand ing it may app ea r too early to claim that 
Centra l is in real trouble, however, when lookjng clos ely the prob lems 
are all too real and are approaching the stage where th ey will effect 
th~ wm-loss record . The biggest problem is that the numb er of boys 
gomg out for all spo rt s has been drastically reduced. Most coaches 
menUoned the figure ½. Obviously there won't be as many good ath ­
letes m a group of 50 boys as there would be in one of 100. One con­
seq uence of thi s has been the increasin g need to call on underc lassme n 
to fill varsity berths as evidenced in wrestling, football and basketbal l. 
B- tea ms suffe r considerably because of this. In past years the footba ll 
team has operated wit h 55-60 pla yers; th is year the squad had 40-45 . 

The cutback in en roll ment is especially troublesome to the minor 
sports. Cross -c ountry and tennis had fine individual performers but 
lacked de_pth. Next year's prospects for both look less than promising. 
The tennis team may become non-exi stan t. The swimming team ha d 
no sign ificant . dro? in numbers but Mr . Webb notes a decreasing 
amount of sw 1mmmg talent. Certain ly the wealthi er more suburban 
school s will have the advantage in th e soc io- econom ic spo rts suc h as 
tennis, swimmin g and golf.
