Bosaw had 58 yards and Joehl,
playing fullback for the f i r s t
time this season, helped with 57
yards. Joehl, who doubled as
middle linebacker, was subbing
for the injured Don Sackman,

"We didn't do anything right
the first half," said Alton coach
Ed Yonkus. "We were lousy.
