Werblin. who as head of the
Music Corp. of America, han-
dled the contracts for some of
the biggest stars in the enter-
tainment world and still advises
Namath while accepting no fee,
credits television with the up-
surge in football interest.

"TV makes pro football possi-
ble," said the former president
of the New York Jets. "Nobody
in football makes any money at
the gate."

When the AFL started we had
no relation to the public be-
tween Buffalo and the Pacific
Ocean. B_ut mid-America had a
big population. The Midwest
was dominated by the National
League. The AFL TV ratings
were nothing in that area.

"But that was not the case in
New York where the TV ratings
showed the Jets having more
viewers than the Giants.

J..2J1 "Now you have two TV pack-
ages. A kid who grew up on the
college campuses of the Mid-
west wanted to play in the Na-
tional League. Now, the South
and Southwest produces many
players for the AFL, after those
boys see what Joe Namath did."
