It comes 
fr.om the heart which shows it is 
essential. Other attributes of one's 
character are truth, purity, honor, 
faith, and courtesy ."

Oct. 1 Dear Diary: 
I had the oddest dream last _ night 

that I have ever had. I dreamed 
that Tuberculosis came and talked 
with me . He said that I was losing 
weight and my appetite was gone. 
He went on i:i.nd told me · I was al­
ways tired, I had indigestion, and 
that I had been coughing quite a 
bit lately, and that these were the 
symptoms of Tuberculosis. I really 
-am worried, I think I will have a 
talk with mother in the morning.

I told mother ab-Out my dream, 

and she said I'd better have that 
sk in test tomorrow in schoo l. She 
seemed rather worried; maybe I 
shouldn't h ave told her.

I had my skin test today, it was 

simple and harmless . All they did 
was to give me a shot of tuberculin 
between the layers of skin -on my 
forearm . If I have Tuberculosis a 
slight red spot will appear within 
two days whe;.e I had · my shot. 
The nurse said many people who 
react to this test never get Tubercu­
losis.

Oct. 4. Dear Diary: 
. My forearm where I had my shot 

is rather sore today, d-0 you think 
I have Tuberculosis? I hope not! 
Diary, can you keep a secret? 
Guess what! The captain of the 
football team asked me for a date! 
Isn't that wonderful! Don't tell.

Oct. 5 Dear Diary: 
I have very sad news, I could 

just die. Guess what? My skin 
test showed a postive reaction. I 
hope I don't have Tuberculosis! 
Mother made an appointment with 
the doctor for tomorrow.

I saw the doctor klday, he sa id 

I'd . have - to have an x-ray if I 
wanted to be sure I have Tubercu­
losis. He said an x -ray will show 
if any disease has developed in 
my lung yet. Tomorrow at 10 
o'clock I'm to have an x -ray.

I had my x-ray this morning, 

they showed I have Tuberculosis. I 
shall have to leave school and go 
to a sanitarium. Dr . Ross is mak­
irig arrangements for me .
