IT'S SMART TO GO TO SUMMER SCHOOL 

There wa s a time when attending summer school labeled o student as 
a fa ilure or slow student, but times hove changed and now some of our 
best and "smartest " students go to summer school. 

For senior s planning to attend college in the foll, summer school enables 
them lo make up any subject that they might hove neglected toking in high 
school and which may be requ ired by the particular college they pion to 
enter. Perhap s another year of Moth or Longuorge is required the 
Indiana University Extension Service hos o course in practically any re• 
quired subject. A course in typing for the college prep student is also o big 
he lp in the preparation of themes and essays required in English college 
courses . 

For junior s, who hove anoth e r year of high school , summer school offers 
unlimited opp ort un ities. Pe rhap s you hav en't token Health a s ye t- this is a re 

quir ed course for graduat ion . It could happen that Health would be sched• 
uled the some hour as another one class course , such as Advanced Algebra 
or Trigonometry, Chemistry or Physics. Nine short weeks of one class o day 
and Health is completed , leaving you free to toke the subjects of your 
cho ice in your senior year. A very good course in Sociology or Social 
living is also offered and for the student with just enough credits for grodu• 
otion , prov ided he make s all eight credits in his senior year , on extra 
summer school credit or two is like money in the bank. It might mean the 

difference between graduating with your class and be ing one cred it short 
of graduation . 

For the sophomore entering his junior year , summer school offers 
pract ically any subject you may hove foiled or do not understand well 
e noug h to con tinue in that part icular subject. Also, a sophomore could 
toke Health in summer school and thus leave him free to toke either 
advanc ed Moth or one of the sciences in the regular school year. 

There is still a wider field of subjects for freshmen. Perhaps, due to 
bond or chorus or physical education , a student hos token only three solids 
in his freshman year. With the extra cred its earned for bond or chorus and 
physical education you hove the nece ssary e ight credits, which must be 
earn ed each year in order lo accumulate thirty•two in four years; however, 
you still hove one sol id subject to make up as four solids of one credit each 
constitute o full semester , and bond or chorus or physical education net 
only one credit for on entire year. Courses in World History, English, Art, 
General Business and Biology ore offered which enable you to pick up two 
extra credits in summer school. 

For the stud ent who hos foiled any subject, it is sheer folly lo toke o 
cha nce on mak ing it up later . By toking this subject in summer school, the 
mat e rial is still fairly fresh in your mind making it much easier to earn o 
pas sing grade in summer school than the following year ofter several 
months away from it completely. 

Some students like to toke five solids in order lo cover more subjects 
but find it difficult lo maintain o " 8" overage which is required in our high 
school. Summer school is the an swer - you con toke the extra subjects you 
de sire without overloading yourself lo the point where you cannot do your 
best work.

If you dec ide to investigate summer school , check with Mr. Harbough to 
find out which course it would be most advantageou s for you to toke. The 
fee is small and the term is over around August 1. It is necessary , however, 

to obtain o cord from the school listing the subject you ore to toke before 
you will be accepted.

Oil Refinery. 

They were met and welcomed by 
Mr. Obenmiller , Head of Public Re­
lations . They were then introduced 
lo Millie, who was to be their guide 
throughout the day. They were first 
shown on animated cartoon of the 
way in which the different kinds of 
petroleum products are obtained 
from a barrel of crude oil. 

On to the Research Laboratories. 
Here they sow the different experi­
mental laboratories including a ra­
dio -activity lob, gloss blowing lob , 

and insect icide testing lab , where 
they breed all their insects to test 
the effectiveness of the ir insecticides. 

They now got on the company 
bus and rode over to a catalytic 
crocking unit which by the use of a 
catalyst, breaks down petroleum 
molecules into gasoline which is run 

off into a tonk. 
It wa s now 1 :30 and time for 

lunch in the refinery 's cafeteria. 
They had a wonderful lunch thot 
was the refinery 's treat. After lunch 
they hod on hour and a half tour of 

the candle making factory. There 
they sow many molds, in which 
some of the candles ore mode. 

Melted paraffin is then poured 

over thes e molds in excess and of­
te r it cool s, the excess wax is 
scraped off. In time, the wax hod 
coat ed the machines and the floor . 
This wax wa s decolorized and re­
used. They were then shown how 
they hod dipped the candles and 
colored them. On some candles the 
coloring was applied otter the 
candle was mode, and on others the 
color wa s mixed in with the para­
ffin wax . They were then shown the 
variety of candle s they mode. This 
includ ed altar candles, twisted 
candles , bouquet candles, novelty 
candle s, and pinnacle candles. 

These candles come in all shapes, 
sizes and colors. 

They had now finished their trip 
and started bock for South Bend.
