Two weeks ago our na tion's hea rt was struck by a blow unju st - th e 
assassina tion of President J ohn F. Kennedy. The days that followed 
we re filled with intense gri ef, pat rioti sm , and th e vio lence bor n of ven­
gence . Now we try to clear away the mist that hi des th e facts - the 
mi st of sensati onalism, a nd hcresay. 

In addition to th e major tragedy 
of President Kennedy's death, the 
murder of Lee Harvey Osw ald, the 
alleged assass in, looms in the fore­
grou nd . Th e utter disregard of our 
laws that urged J ack Ru by to com ­
mit h is crime wo uld have cer tain ­
ly appalled Mr. Kennedy. Like­
wise, we, as American s, sho uld 
d raw back from it . 

We cannot let our emotions 
cloud the issue. Although one so 
loved by our coun try was snatched 
away during the prime of h is life, 
we must not and dare not judge 
hi s accused assassi n . Were we to 
assume this re spo n sibili ty we 
wou ld be making a farce of our 
l aws of freedom, !air trial, and 
being innocent until proved guilty. 

Perhaps the real tragedy of this 
happening is the fact that seven 
children and three w ives arc with­
ou t fathers and husband s. Little 
"John-John" will probably never 
wa nt for any thing in his life -
except hi s Cathe r . God only knows 
how grea t a burd en thi s w ill be for 
him . 

Becau se a man was dissa ti sfied 
with hi s life , he deprived a na t ion 
of a le ader , ch ild ren of their fa­
the r s, a nd wives of their husband s. 
Wh en we become dissa tisfied , we 
shou ld remember thi s . Before we 
beg in t o demand "ou r rights," let 
us r emember the ab ridged right s 
of the men w ho lost their lives on 
that fateful weekend. We owe Mr . 
Kennedy and the millions of other 
men who gave their lives to our 
country everyth ing we can give to 
keep th is nation free and progres­
sive. Mr. Kenned y's dream lie s in 
us! 

Yes, we are the victims of an 
unju st blow, but we Americans 
must stand up und er it a nd fight 
wi th Pres ident Johnson to fulfill 
President Ke nnedy's dreams !

Dave Brown : "I feel ashamed 
that it could happen in thi s mod­
ern day ." 

Chery l Taylor: "To have some ­
th ing like thi s happ en in our 
United S tates eems impossible . I 
think this action sho uld make ev ­
eryone stop and think about what 
we have been given as Americans. 
We shoul dn't misuse these privi­
leges." 

Cat11y Eisbrenner: "Th ere is so 
much gr ief and sorr ow in the 
wor ld already that I cannot ima­
gine how anyone could in tention ­
ally cause more." 

Jim Bennet t : "I didn't th ink a 
thing such as this could happen in 
the United States during the twen­
tieth century ." 

Lynne Bia sini: "I couldn't be­
lieve it. It didn ' t seem like that 
could happen today. "

WHY DOES THE 
FLAG WAVE? 

A great sor row recently touched 
the he arts of all men. Th e tr agedy 
was most fe lt by American s, how­
ever. It was in thi s light , th ere­
fore , that Mr . Hodge spoke to th e 
stu dent body on November 26, 
1963. 

He sa id that we wou ld lose some 
of th e good to be gained if we 
did not discuss the events of the 
past week (November 22-25). 

Mr. Hodge, not a ttempting to 
eulogize, told of the plight of a ll 
men in accor dance with th e assas­
sination of President K enned y. He 
sa id, "A man decided that the lib­
er ties he had weren't those that he 
wan ted, and the rights he had 
were being abused ." 

Mr. Hod ge then spoke of cor­
ruption of the world. Libert y is 
the key word in our mo dern so­
ciety. Liberty and one's right s are 
used for wrong purposes . 

We really have no a ssurance of 
anything. "We have no assurance 
that even thi s desk th a t I'm lean ­
ing on now will be here tomo rrow; 
nor the floor upon which is sits; 
nor the country in which it is," 
were the words of Mr. Hodge . 

Ju st w hat are our tru e right s? 
People keep repeating the wor ds. 
"We have the right. We ha ve the 
r igh t ." 

Mr . Hod ge used a n analogy of 
the serf and hi s master. H e then 
told of a time when he was a boy 
play ing in a grave l pit and look­
ing up, h e saw a thin layer of g rass 
a t the top of the pit. If a person 
on th e top of that pit would look, 
he would see grass r e a c h i n g 
throughout all our land. So it is 
that we shou ld view libert y with 
a wide perspective rather than a 
small spot of light falling upon the 
subject. 

We should, Mr. Hodge said, ha ve 
a tru e se nse of va lue s. Was J ohn 
Kennedy shot becau se you said or 
did something? 

A father was killed; a Pre side nt 
was k illed; a man was killed. Thi s 
deed was done because somebody 
le t himself dwell on what he 
thought. 

Is our liberty the libert y for 
w hich Washington and Jeffer son 
fought? Or is our liberty a hollo w 
wo rd with deman ding and fight in 
ii? 

Take one more look at your­
selve s and others around you. 

Why is the !lag waving up on this 
land of ours?

SCIENCE FAIR 
RULES STATED 

This year a new feature will be 
added to the science fair prog ram 
of the South Bend Schools . Thi s 
.feature , called the "High School 
Symposium," is des igned for those 
of you who want an oppo rt unity 
to present your science research to 
a group of inte r ested scie nti sts, en ­
ginee rs, doctors, teachers, paren ts 
an d other st udent s. Th e Sympo ­
sium has been designed just for 
high school students , tho se who 
have intense intere sts in science, 
those who plan caree rs in science 
or in related areas, tho se who en ­
joy doing r esearch, and tho se w ho 
w ish to sha re the ir science experi ­
ences with other s. Her e arc the 
deta ils as they have been worked 
out thu s far: 

1. At the Community Schools 
Science Fair sched uled for March 
13 and 14, 1964, yo u will be eli ­
gible to present a disp lay and a 
scie ntific pape r w hi ch show re­
sea r ch you ha ve conducted in 
any science area-bio logy, phy­
sics, chem istry, earth scie nce, 
med icin e, health, etc. 

2. Unlike past scienc e Lairs, 
the display portion of your pro j ­
ect w ill be secondary to the sci­
entific paper. Although an exh i­
bit will b e required, it will not 
be necessary Lor you to spend a 
gr ea t deal of time in bu ildin g an 
elabo rate display wh ich may 
shadow th e re al scien tific value 
of yo ur work. Rat her you will 
present a paper to a group of 
judge s and your paper will be 
the major po in t on which yo ur 
work will be evaluated. 

3. By February 19, yo u will be 
asked to submit an outlin e of 
you r project. Since your research 
will be in progress, thi s outli ne 
will only need to contai n the ti­
tle of your research and the pur­
poses and procedu r es involved. 

4. The final research paper 
will be due at the fair. Friday, 
March 13. A group of judges will 
read and study your pnoc r. Th e 
paper sh ou ld contain the title, 
purp oses, procedure s, da te, re­
sult s, conc lusion s. and app lica­
t ion of the problem you have 
been st ud ying. 

5. On Sa tur day, March 14, you 
w ill make an oral presentation of 
you r paper. You will be allowed 
ten minutes for thi s presentatio n . 
Fi ve minute s will be given to 
d iscuss ion and que stioning by 
the judges. 

6. For the prese ntat ion of the 
research paper, you will be per­
mitted to use any audio -vis ual 
materia ls you wish. An overhe ad 
projector , tape recorder. and 
slide projector will be availa ble 
Lor your use. 

7. Your resea rch will be eval ­
uated for r ibbon awa rd s and oth­
er special citatio ns. As in th e 
past, grand awards w ill be given 
to th e best projects. Th e research 
paper will count 85% of the

Audio-Visual 1s 
New Equipment

What kind of preparation should 
a counselor have? A guidance 
counselor should have at least one 
year, and preferably two, of 
graduate study in the behavioral 
sciences, with emphasis on psy­
chology of th e individual, soci ­
ology, and anthropology. His pro­
gram will usuall y include specific 
courses in the use and interpreta­
tion of tests and occupationa l 
trends and in couseling techniques, 
with obse rv ation and experience 
in schools. Most states require a 
school coun selor to have had suc­
cessful teachin g experience. 

How do counselor s work with 
teachers? The counselor confers 
frequently with class room teachers 
and administrators to assess the 
student's progres s and develop ­
ment. The tea cher helps the coun ­
selor better understand how the 
child perform s in the classroom, 
and the counselor helps the teach­
er know and understand the child's 
abilities, special concerns, goals, 
and problem s. 

How can parent s and counselors 
work together ? Counselors often 
work with parent s in in terpreting 
the student's progress in school 
and thereby help to find ways for 
fully developin g the child's capa­
bilities.
