semifinalis ts by the American Field Service .for the American s Abroad 
Program. This means th at if they can be placed with a suitable family 
abroad, these girls will repre se nt our country and schoo l as fori egn ex­
change students. Sue Heinri ch and Anita Wesley have been accepted 
a s semifinalists for the Summer Program (June-August from 6 to 10 
weeks), and Sue Ford for the School Program Northern Hemisphere 
(leaving sometime during the summer and returning approximately one 

year later) . 
Inform ation abou t the A. F. S. 

American Abroad Program was 
first presented by Mrs. Ettemuellcr 
to the Foreign E xchange Commit­
tee last October . The Committee 
in turn informed the st udent body 
about the program and encouraged 
all tho se intere s ted to sign up as 
possible candidates for selection 
from our school. The candidates 
had to be 16 years old and have 
had two years of a foreign lan­
guage. Several st udents did sign 
up and each wrote a theme ex­
plaining his reasons for wanting 
to li ve with a family aboard. From 
these students seven were chosen 
as semifinalists from our school. 
They were then interviewed one 
evening a few weeks later by the 
members oC th e A. F. S. Adult 
Chapter from Clay, Mr. Hodge, 
Mr. Harbaugh, and the guidance 

couns elors . Again, from these sev­
en, three were chosen as finalist 
from our school - Sue Ford, Sue 
Heinrich, and Anita Wesley. 

The next three days were very 
busy ones for the se gir ls. Medical 
reports had to be filled out by 
their family doctors; and more 
themes had to be written by them-
selves and their parents concern ­
ing their personalities, interests, 
reasons for wanting to go to a 
foreign country, etc. The girl s and 
thei r parents were interviewed 
once again by the Adult Chapter 
and finally their applications were 
se nt to the A.F.S. Chapter in New 
York. 

Here their applications , along 
with thou sands of others from 
high schools a ll over the country, 
were processed.

College Corner 
COLLE GE OF TH E UiitVE R SITY OF CHICAGO 

The college is is constituent body of th e Uni versity of Chicago, one 
of the major in st itu t ions of higher educatio n in the wor ld . As a direct 
beneficiary o.C th e skills, knowledge, and standa rds of the whole Uni­
vers ity, th e College ha s a spec ial qu alit y, of inte llectual drive. Due to 
the hi gh facul ty-s tud ent ratio, the average size class consists o.C 20 stu­
dents, enabling eac h student to rece ive more attentio n . The Univer sity 
va lues good teaching, giving it the same recogn it ion accorded to research 
achievem en t. 

All stud en ts in the College ar e r equired to achieve compe tence in the 
following 8 fields: biological sciences, physical sciences, humanitie s, 
social scie nces, English composition, a foreign language, mathematic s, 
and history of Westel'n civilization. Four cour ses, a n orm al load, is taken 
each two years as half of the curric ulum. Pl aceme n t te sts are given in 
each of the 8 field s. 

The College offers thr ee ways o.f completing the l'equi rem ents for the 
Bachelor o.C Art s degree: 

1. Concentration in 1 of the following fields - the Bi ologica l Sciences, 
the Humanit ies, the Phy sica l Scien ces, and the Socia l Science s . 

2. A year o.C adva nced genera l studies an d a year o.C tutoria l work on 
an individual project. 

3. A year of advanced genera l studies and a year of st udy in the 
Graduate School of Bu siness or th e Graduate Library School. 

Cour ses are divided into two group s: 001-229 graduate an d 300-699 
unde rgraduate. To be eligible for the Bachelor's degree, a student must 
comp lete a minimum of th ree qu arters of residence in the Uni vers ity 
and me et any minima l r equi rements o.f coll ege staffs an d departments 
for terminal work in speci al areas. 

The applica tion fee is $10 and th e tuition fee is $370 quart er ly. The 
ave rage total expense cost for 3 quarter s is $1455 . 

Th e college has 9 na tional fraternities and 4 womens clubs. The Stu ­
dent Goyernment, the elected voice of the stu dents, r ules the clubs of 
the Colle ge. Va rsity sport s inclu de baseba ll , baske tba ll , cro ss- country, 
fenc ing, go lf, gymnas ti cs, soc cer, sw imming , tennis , tr ack and field , and 
wrestling. 

THE BU SINE SS COLLEGE 
College may not be th e best answer for every st udent - however, 

neither may imm ediate employment for tho se st ud en ts not enterin g col­
lege. Consider the bu sine ss school. A bus iness scho ol could take the stu­
dent with no high schoo l busine ss trainin g and equip him with market­
ab le sk ill s in a much shor ter time than the junior college or coll ege be­
cau se of the concentrated program it offer s. It could t ake the st udent 
with a bus iness background in high school whose sk ill s were not ye t 
developed to the fullest and brin g thi s person to th e point whe re his 
skills would be marketable . 

Most bu sines s schoo ls require a hi gh school diploma or the equiv alen t 
G.E.D. test for regular status as a stu dent. 

In mo st cases, a student enter ing a bu sine ss schoo l can expect to pay 
an entrance fee of from five to fifteen doll ar s. Should the studen t decide 
no t to enroll ij1 tho JlGhool after paying thi s fee, it is _generally not l'e­
fun dablc. Tui tion is payable in adva nce , but ma ny schools req uire t uit ion 
to be paid on a month ly basis only. Generall y, if a student is forced t o 
wi thdr aw from school wit h an exce ll ent r eas on , th e unused portion of 
th is tuiti on is refunded. 

Most stud ents spend about 25 hour s a week in school and enroll in 
pr ograms lasting from 36-52 weeks. The week ly cost is approx imately 
twelve doll ars. 

A bus iness school education can be obt a ined in a maxi mum of two 
year s while an academic education l'equires four yea r s. 

The stude nts who wo uld benefit most from a business training cour se 
are th ose ju st out of h igh schoo l, the 18 and 19 year olds.
