They 
will board a jet at John Fitzgerald 
Kennedy ai rport bound for Gene­
va and then by bus to Leysin lo­
cated near the eastern end of Lake 
Geneva.

Wayne City Schools, who will 
serve as co-sponsor, and Mrs. 
Schill '~ will also enroll for univer­
sity courses in French and will be 
able to observe the teaching tech­
niques of native instruc tors. For­
mal classes in comprehension, 
speech, grammar, li terature, and 
culture of the country will be held 
mornings, afternoons and evenings 
filled with conversational groups, 
movies, hikes, field tr ips, music, 
tolk: ctancmg and talent shows. A 
student government will be set up 
to manage student a!Tairs. Jacque­
line Cady has been appointed as 
student repre sentative of the Clay 
group. Students and chaperones 
will be housed in university dor­
mitories where most room s have 
balconies for mountain viewing.

College Corner 
SPEECH AN D HE ARING THER APY 

Approximately 4% of the nat ion 's school-age children have seriously 
impaired speech or hearing. Of the se 1.5 million, scarcely one out o.f 
five, is being provided with remedial instruction. Approximately 20,000 
speech correcti on ist s and hearing therapist s, five times the number cur­
rently available, wou ld be needed to stafl' a fully de veloped remedial 
program in our nation's school s. 

Speech and hearing therapy is a critical area and the field is wide 
open for anyone who is intere ste d and meet s the qualifications . Types 
of employment include work in a public school system, in a hospital 
or clinic, and in city and school clinics for testing and casework. The 
The salary for a speec h and hearing therapi st is as high or higher than 
that of a regular teacher. 

Ball State oITcrs an excellent program for those intere sted in becom­
ing speech and hear ing therapists. The freshman and sophomore years 
are spent fulfilling general college requirements. Most speech and hear­
ing courses arc tal{cn during the junior and senior years; however, 
courses in phonetics and voice science may be taken during the first 
t wo years. Courses in speech pathology, introduction to hearing dis­
orders, audimetic testing, and ana tomy; and clinic courses in speec h 
correction and lip reading are olicred. Additional courses applicable 
for special permit to teach the deaf are offered in the summer sess ion s 
and may be completed in a two-year period. 

Ball State's summer clinic provides excellent opportunities for speech 
and hearin g therapy students to work directly with youngsters of all 
ages, as well as to earn valuable clinic hours . 

Participation in speech and hearing therapy is held at Burris, the 
Ball State Laboratory School. Student teaching may be done half-days 
at nearby schoo ls or full-time at schools farther away, through special 
arrangement. 

Ball State offer s the Bachelor of Science degree in speech and hearing 
therapy. Requirements may be comp leted in four years and include 
57 cred it hours in the major area of speech and hearing and 36 cred it 
hour s in a re stri cted minor area. A total of 186 credit hours is required 
for graduation. 

Th e B.S. degree qualifies you as a public school speech and hearing 
therapi st. It does not qualify you as a regular teacher o.f the deaf. How­
ever, Ball State ha s a new plan whereby a ser ies of four gradua te level 
courses (taken during a period of two summ ers) w ill qualify you and 
eventually lead to a permanent license. 

Requirements for the Master of Arts degree include 45 credit hours 
at the graduate level in speech and hearing . M.A. degree holders are 
qualified as clinical therapists in hospitals or community speech clinics.

An cntit·cly Il"W r..amnus J..<t bei~ c'lcvcl@cd..QI\ 304 acres of tu;i.d at 
the eastern edge of the city of Rockford, Illinoi s. Stude nts have joined 
with faculty, trustee s, alumni, and architec ts in planning this college 
community. Four residence units and a classroom building have been 
completed; the College Center is un de r construction and plan s for addi­
tional building s are being comp leted . 

Rockford College is open to all st udent s, regardless of religiou s affilai­
tion. This yea r 431 fulltime st udents attended . More than 60 percent 
of the 54 faculty members hold doctoral degrees. 

An applicant is req uir ed to rm out an application blank, take the 
Scholastic Aptitude Test of the College Entrance Examination Board, 
have sat isfactorily comp leted the high school course, and have approva l 
of the college phy sician of his health record. Students are ordinarily 
required to olicr 15 units of preparatory work for admission . Tuition 
and fees for the college year for a program of 12 to 17 semester hours 
is $1000. (This includes laboratory fees, student gov ernment fees , col­
lege fees, arts fund fees, and th e ath le tic adm issions fees.) Board and 
Room cost in a college dormitory during the academic year is $800. 

Special schola r ship s are awarded to twenty outstanding entering stu­
dents. These scholarships are The Jane Addams, Aratus Kent, Five 
Second Century, and Thirteen Trustee Scho larships . General and area 
scholarships, grants -in- aid, loan s, and student employment also enable 
students to receive financial assistance. 

Rockford College oliers courses leading to the degrees of Bachelor of 
Arts, Master of Arts in Teaching, and Master of Arts in Social Studies. 
Programs leading to the Bachelor of Science degree were di scontinued 
with the class entering in 1962. 

Student activities at the college are under the direc t ion of the Rock­
ford College Student Government and are suppor ted by allocations 
from the student activity fees . Twenty-three organizations olier s tu­
dents a wide varie ty of act ivities and interests. 

Rockford is 17 miies sou th o! the Wisconsin border and 90 miles 
northwe st of Chicago.

Check­
ing with emp loyer s and counselors 
will give you informat ion about 
these schools.

Th en find the type of training pro­
gram that best fits your pocket­
book, personality anci needs.

Montgomery 
Chosen for 
Summer Science 

Kay Montgomery has been 
chosen to attend the Summer 
Science Training Programs for 
High-Ability Secondary School 
Students in 1964. The program 
will last eight weeks beginning 
on June 15th and ending August 
7th at Purdue University. Sup­
porting the program is the Na­
tional Science Foundation. 

The purpose of. the course is to 
give high school students with 
scientific interests a better under­
standing of. scientific manner and 
methods. The program is intended 
to encourage students to develop 
their talents. No official credit is 
given for the course. 

Instructional activities include 
lectures, seminars, discussion and 
reading in the areas of animal 
science, paint science, microbi ­
ology, biochemistry, human nutri­
tion, veterinary science, soil 
science, entomology, and genetics. 
Eac h student is assigned to a Pur­
due research scientist. Approxi­
mately four hours a day are de­
voted to laboratory or fleld re ­
search. Euch student will prepare 
a report on his project and submit 
it at the end of the program. 

Modern classrooms, research 
laboratories, green houses, con­
trolled environmental chambers 
and resea rch equipment are among 
the modern facilities that will be 
at the students' disposal. Students 
will live and ea t in P urdue's 
modern residence halls . Free time 
is allowed each day for recreation, 
which may include gymnastics, 
swimming, and various other 
games. 

There is no charge for room and 
board for th<' program. These ex­
penses are paid by the National 
Science Foundation. Applications 
are invited from science-oriented 
students in the upper 10% of their 
class, who are juniors this yea r . 
Selection is based on information 
presented by both th e student and 
the school on the regular applica­
tion forms. Miss Montgomery was 
notified of her acceptance on April 
15, 1964. Clay High School is very 
proud to have a representative in 
this program, and wishes Kay the 
best of luck in a ll her undertak­
ings.
