Russian Failures 

A new hobby has hit people acro ss the globe. It i s space watching. 
Li ke the i r predecessors the ham radio operators, t he space watche r s 
make their own equipment out of whate ver junk is ava il ab le. The 
most outsta nding ama teur tra cking sta t ion i s found in the village of 
San Maur izo Canavcse, near Tu rin, Italy. The sta tion is equiped with 
cloc ks giving Gre enic h Mean T ime, loca l t ime in Moscow, Cape 
Kennedy, and Tur in. T he track-
in g console is mode led afte r the 
one at Cape Kennedy , scaled to 
one - fifth t he s ize by copying 
photographs. 
The builde r s of thi s tra cking 

stati on arc Ac hill e and Gian 
Batt is ta Ju dic a- Cor diglia . They 
deci ded to concent rate the ir 
t rackin g efforts on Russian sa ­
te llit es . They studied the Rus­
sian s rat her than America ns be­
cau se t he Russia ns were cl oser 
and they kept the ir fli ghts secr et. 
The ir head quart ers were called 
To r re Bre t, and they insta lled a 
" movable di sk" antenna to t rack 
satellit e s and de tect s ignal s. The 
ant enna was built out of old junk 
a s we ll a s othe r equipme nt, li ke 
a sc re en t o show the posi t ion of 
a sate llit e at any time, a screen 
to foll ow moon shot s, and li ste n­
ing console t o tape messages 
fro m satellit es. Now, they have 
found out the fr equencies of six 
Russi an t ra cking sta tions and are 
able to li sten a s will. 

As the stati on grew, Achill e and 
Gian employed the help of about 
fift ee n young peopl e . T he boys' 
si ster was busy learnin g Russ ian 
so she could tran slate message s 
fr om manned Soviet fli ghts, 
To elect r onica lly tie the world 

togethe r the boys enlist ed other 
amateur s to fo rm the Zeus 
amateur network. When the Torre 

Dre t stat ion hears of a Russia n 
sate ll ite launch , they a le rt the 
sta tions and the sate llit es are 
tracke d. 

The t racking stat ion has picked 
up some messages that are quite 
as tounding. One was " S. O. S. to 
the entire wor ld." It was repea t­
ed th ree times and was verifie d 
by other tracke r s. The Russia ns, 
three days late r adm itted having 
a space fail ure . Another longer 
message wa s " Conditi ons grow­
ing worse - -why don 't you answer 
.. .. . we are going slower ...... .. the 
worl d will ncve r know about us." 
Th is message was al so ver ified. 

To r re Bret has tape s of a fast 
heart bea t and of a pe r son breath ­
ing heavil y t hat they recorded 
f rom outer space. When a phy­
sic ian heard t he t apes, he di­
agnosed t hat t he pe r son was dy­
ing. There has been accumul ated 
evidence t hat the re could have 
bee n at least ten dea th s in space 
fli ght. 

Both Achille and Gian have 
ama zed United Stat es sci enti sts 
with thei r knowledge , and inge­
nuit y. Achill e will foll ow space 
watc h in the futur e, but only as a 
hobby. Gian, howeve r, int ends to 
make a caree r of it. !le hopes 
fo r a job offer fr om the United 
Stat e s.

GOOD HEALTH 

It is commo nly accepte d that a 
large proportion of te enage r s in 
the U.S. toda y have poor food 
habits and con sume diet s which 
do not provide all of the es sen­
tial nutri ent s. 

An experime nt wa s performed 
by the second year food s cl ass 
to exhibit the affect poor food 
habits have on a rat, and thus 
in tum, on man. It wa s carried 
out for five week s, feedin g some 
rat s with nutritiou s foods and 
some rats on poor diet s. The pro­
ject was under the di re ction of 
Mr s. Shidaker and Mr. Davis. The 
ra ts were obtained from t he Dairy 
Council of St. Joseph Valle y, 
T he rat fed the poorly chosen 

diet gained the least weight and 
had other appearances of poor 
health: yello wish fur, flabbiness, 
nervousness, and inactivene ss . 
These re sults verify the fact 

that poor foods are a detriment 
t o the health of an individual.

The pre ventio n of these riots 
ha s become a large prob lem for 
our State Departme nt. Once a 
riot has stopped, the ambassa ­
dor, with the full support of an 
outra ged United States govern­
ment , move s swif tly to the di­
ploma cy of prote st. He begi ns 
with a comp laint to the foreign 
office, and then meets with a local 
offic ial to whom he protests the 
action. Foll owing this, a note is 
sent to the Stat e Departmen t of 
the offending country . As soon as 
poss ible, the ambassador pre­
sent s an estimate for repair 
co sts, which the United States 
expects the host countr y to pay. 

Additi onal pres su res are sim ul­
taneou sly applied in Was hington. 
T he ambassador of the guilty 
country is often "talked" to. 
However, there are other, 
subt ler means of getting the point 
acro ss. Trade negotiation s that 
are of benefit to the host country 
can be slowed up. Staffers of our 
embassy often use social snubs, 
the sending of a lesser-ranking 
official to an important receP­
tion, postponeme nt of a party, or 
canc e llati on of a trade exhibit, 

In extreme case s. tougher mea­
sures are taken, such as can­
celling a cultural exchange, re­
fusing pas sport s to cit i2Ens of 
the offending country , or even 
breaking off diplomatic relation s. 
One can see that these riots 

pose inte res ting problem s for 
our State Department , and their 
retaliatory measures are up to 
the highes t standards of diplo­
matic politic s.
