Trials of WW ll 
"Give me your tired, your poor, 

your huddled masses yearning to 
be free • • " To most of us 
these words on the Statue of Li­
berty ha ve little meaning but to 
one family of Clay Township and 
two members of our student body 
these words shall always have a 
specia l meaning. The following 
account of her family was written 
by Joan Tabacznik. 

The travels of my parents ex­
tended over most of Europe and a 
small section of Asia. Being 
Jews they fled their native cities 
because there were too many im• 
bedded heartbreaking memories 
associated with them . My mother 
fled from Lithuthia to Poland. At 
about the same time my father 
left from Ukrain ia and came to 
Poland. Without a count ry, hom 7 
or fami ly1 th ey began their tra­
vels. They gradually began lo s ­
ing their faith and trus t in man, 
but never losing their faith and 
trus t in God. 

After th e war , because of the 
growing in fluence of the eas tern 
powe r s, my parents so ugh t to 
come to th e western world, pr e· 
ferably the U .S. With the in tent 
of finding a home land , th ey 
stayed in the Amer ican zone of 
Weste rn Germany for three years. 

But since only a limited quota of 
people were allowed to en ter 
eac h year my parents soon lost 
patie nce. 

In 1948 they dec ided to go to 
Is rae l, n ot wi thstanding th e fact 
tha t with two small children they 
we re ent ering a country which 
was desperate ly fighti ng for its 

the winters here. For there i s no 

snow or fro s t , but ins tead it con· 
sists of downpours of rain. These 
rains left no marks such as pud­
dles but in s tead the earth would 
abs;rb any form of moisture. Af­
ter th e rain s the sun would ap­
pear and spread sun shi n e 

throughout the l and . The night s 
are ve ry cold, for example, in 
July the weather cou ld be blaz­
ing hot in the day time, but as 
evening would appear the air be­
gins to get colder and colder. 

The people who came to Israel 
were once spread throughout the 
world, with different cultures, 
mannerisms, and languages, but 
wi th all th e same goal to bu ild a 
home and live in peace. Here in 
this land they were mingled. to­
gether . It wa s hard for my par­
ents to get used to th ese diffe r­
ent people, but s lowly the cul­
tures were blended together by 
eve ryone observing some of the 
customs of others. 

With an over abunda nce of en• 
ergy my paren ts began to build 
a new home for themse lves . Bot h 
my parents began to wo rk ha rd 
and long but at last the ir new 
home was finished . Our fami ly 
had a lso en la rged , for my young ­
es t sis t er and I were bo rn , add • 
ing to the two da ugh ter s my pa r­
en ts a lready had .
