Senior Co-op Training Available 
It has often been asked , "Whaton-the - job-trainingopportunitiesdoes Clay High School have 

to offer ?" The Business Co-op Program is such an opportunity. It is a program wher e by any 
senior girl or boy is able to attend school for a half a day, and to work in an office and learn 
on the job for the remaining part . The student must meet certain qualifications however. 
Among them are, not less than "C" average in their schoolwork, no more than six days of 
absence yearly, and a desire to do a good job. 
Students ta1cing part in this program this year are Betty Biggs, and Marilyn Cook, wor k at 

Bendix Corp.; Christine DeWald, First Bank; Judith Horvath at United Mine Wor ker s Union; 
Michelle LaPierre, Great Lakes Heating; Janis Bolt, Ketchen and Kenady Insurance , Harrie t 
Mar onay, Northwestern Mutual Insurance of Miilwaukee; Marsha Tuttle, Barbara Huston , and 
Linda Fernadez, at Notre Dame; Susan Stoltenberg, Travelers Insurance; Martha Ull er y and 
Barbara Pullman; at Associates, and Roberta Moeller, YMCA. 

Clay is for the first time taking part in the Federal Business Co-op Prog r am. The Feder al 
Prog ram has a few advantages ove r the independent one. Fi r st of all, the school will r ece ive 
aids , which can be used to buy new equipment, which in turn will produce more future effi ­
cien t workers. Secondly, Mrs. Kraus, who is in charge of the program at Cl ay, will vis it 
the girls on the job this year . She will work with the employer and the student on differen t 
problems the student might have . This way, there will be better school -busines~,,relationship . 

Mr. Sikowski, a business teacher at Riley High School, is the head of the prog r am for the 
South Bend Community School Corporation. He contacts many of the local businesses in the 
area to see if they will cooperate with the schools in hiring students on a part time bas is. 
Jobs are offered in the clerical and secretarial fields. Then, on specified dates which he as­
signs, students from all schoo ls interested in the program, go to different places of bus iness 
and apply for a job. Each student is competing with others for the job. This isn ' t a pl acemen t 
service, for a job is gotten on the student's own merits. After the job is gotten, the student 
receives both pay and a grade from the employer. It is up to the student, from then on, to 
make the most of it . 
Boys are also urged to taken a active part in this program. Many business firms have r e­

quested the talents of boys who are good in business subjects. The business field is a wide 
open one and should be taken advantage of. Many business executives have started their ca­
reer by being a junior executive. For these reasons, boys are urged to look into this program

Central High School's sectional record has 

been far above that of any other school . Since 
1923 Cent r al has captu r ed 24 sectio nal 
c rowns. 

Clay's last encounter with Central on Nov. 
19 at Washington ended in a 72-65 loss. The 
Colonials were on top a good share of the 
game and with a minute to go in the third 
period Clay had a 6 point l ead . From that 
poi nt a 15 point blitz by the Bears gave them 
the needed advantage to win. 

In the 1966 sectional, Clay won its first 
game over Mishawaka 53- 50, but was de­
feated in its second game 64- 56, by Wash­
ington , In past sectionals Clay has been in 
the champ ionship game in 1949, 1950, and 
1951.
