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Stude nt Council Needs You 
st udent Council has done an admirable job thi s past yea r, consi dering the stud ent body they 

hav e had to contend with. Attempts to involve more student s in their activities have brou ght 
al most no results. Cal ls for volunteer s to help with thei r projects were ignored. And still 
peopl e complain. Why doesn't the Council do this; why doesn't the Council do that? 
As in any organization, the members can 't expect to elect officers and then s it back and wait 

for r esults. Your leaders should only have to supervise, not carry the burden of work. 
There is also a definite need for better commun ications between the Student body and the 

Council. Since the readin g of the minutes in Home Room was ineffective and thus discon­
tinu ed, a new means of informing the student shou ld be developed. A news type br oadcast 
over the P.A. concerning Student Council news might correct this problem. 

Many students seem r eluc tant to voluntee r to work for their Council. Why not have the 
chairm en of the different committees just ask (or draft) individual, st riving to r each those 
who are not involved in many activities. Maybe some are just shy or don't r eal ize what needs 
to be done. 

At the end of the year many of the s maller clubs find themselves in the red and must ask the 
Council to he lp them financially . If these clubs, workin g in conjunction with the Council, 
could sponsor one of the money making projects of the yea r, there wouldn't be a need for so 
many "h and-outs ." This would also r elieve the Council of some of the respon sibilities for 
the success of tr adition- events . 

Any athl etic team needs fans- - someone to make winning worth while. No team will play 
well when the stands are empty. Council members al so need encouragement . They need to 
be pushed, and to be given an incen tive to work. Why try for people who act as though they 
couldn' t care le ss?
