Blocked In: The Facts About Block Scheduling

Th e coming year may bring 
about the winds of change for 
Clay High . Block scheduling 
is being considered for th e 
new millennium. Before you 
pout and object, listen to 
some of the facts. The idea 
behind block scheduling is to 
reduce the stress of stude nt s 
and teachers by incr eas in g 
the amoun t of time daily to 
teach material as will as the 
time students have to do 
hom ework and st ud y. Even if 
you have a short atte ntion 
span, you may do well in a 
block sche dul ed environ­
ment. 

Educational Digest reports 
that there is even an overall 
improvem ent in the climate of 
a blocked school. Opportuni­
ties to take extra classes and 
the possibility of early gradu­
ation or gaining college cred it 
also make this alternative fa­
vorable. 

How it works 
There is more than one 

type of scheduling pattern . In 
fact. two South Bend schoo ls, 
Riley and Washington, have 
a lready adopted very differ-

ent versions of this concept. 
Both schools use extended 
class periods of 90-95 min­
utes . 
Riley has taken on 4x4, or 
Block 4 . Students take only 
four classes for the first se­
mester; then the next se mes­
ter they have four different 
courses, comp leting a year's 
worth of work every eight een 
weeks. This gives the students 
more time to concentrate and 
fewer textbooks. 

Washington chose the 
Block 8 model. Enrollees take 
7 classes, alternating every 
other day ; they also take a 
sem in ar period , which can be 
used for study hall, curricu­
lar activ itie s, and other 
projects . They complete each 
school year in the normal 
amount of time. 

Observations 
Principal John Harris and 

Assistant Principal Marcia 
Kelly have encouraged stu­
dents to give input and ob­
serve block schedu ling by set­
ting up field trips to area high 
sc hool s that have a system in 
progress. Gos h en High 

School's 6 -Block Modified 
system was on the list for vis i­
tation . 

Junior Nicole Rufuku ex­
plained that students had six 
courses alternating three ev­
ery ot her day and elongated 
passing periods, or "flex time" 
in between classes. The class 
periods are longer than many 
block types, but the students 
appeared to become more in ­
volved in their work . "A posi­
tive side to this sched ul e is 
the reduction of stress on the 
s tu dent ' s part. Extended 
amounts of time given to do 
work and fewer classes each 
day give you less to worry 
about," said Rufuku. 

And the catch ... 
Many people are critical of 

block scheduling 's effect on 
curricu lum and how classes 
will be taught. The majority 
of our textbooks are designed 
to accommodate a 45-minute 
class , meaning more than one 
lesson may have to be taught 
to fill up time . Some feel that 
teachers won't know what to 
do with a class tw ice as long 
while some fear that kids who 

learn less quick ly or frequent 
absentees will be left behind. 
Even so, it can be argued that 
long er classes and the idea of 
"flex time" provide students 
with the luxury of more in­
depth lesso ns and more op ­
portunities to get help from in ­
structors. 

Whether or not Clay will 
end up accepting block sc h ed­
uling or which format we may 
end up adapting to is unde­
cided at this point. It is only 
an option being explored and 
nothing is definite for now.
