"The science program pro-
vides a good opportunity to keep

Honor Society Scholarships are 
among t ho se requiring test 
scores of their applicants. Any 
seniors interested should con-

abreast of science and also to 
get to know students from other 
schools with similar inter­
ests. " stated Mr. Brdar.
