The Rocky River Board of 
E d u c a t i o n will convene this 
month to approve the final plans 
for the new wing, new mainte­
nance building, and remodeling 
at RRHS; the Board wil l then 
open bidding for the construc­
tion project that wil l cost more 
than one million dollars. 

A two-story wing wi l l extend 
toward the southeast into the 
t e a c h e r s ' parking lot from 
rooms 110 and 212, east of the 
b o i l e r b u i l d i n g . The new 
wing's f irst floor wil l contain

a l i b r a r y , an instructional 
materials ' center, faculty of­
fices, and language labs. Its 
second floor wil l contain sev­
e r a l c lassrooms. 

A n e w g y m n a s i u m and 
correctional- exercise r o o m 
wil l be built to the south of the 
p r e s e n t g y m n a s i u m . The 
girls* and boys' locker rooms 
wil l be expanded. 

The industrial arts room wil l 
b e e n l a r g e d to include two 
shops, wood and metal. This 
change wil l block the present 
s o u t h e x i t , and a new exit, 
across the hall from the p r e s ­
ent one, wi l l be built. 

The faculty dining room will 
move into part of the present 
mechanical drawing room to 
make way for the cafeteria's 
new storage area and receiving 
room. 

Room 108 and the clinic will 
b e c o m e guidance offices as 
room 103 becomes anew clinic 
that w i l l accommodate both 
boys and g ir ls simultaneously. 
Typing room 110 wil l move to 
study hall 111, which will in 
turn move to the present l i ­
brary . 

C o m p l e t i o n date for con­
struction i s the e n d of next 
summer.

E a c h y e a r , the National R e g ­
i s t r a t i o n Office has made a 
study of the f i r s t - y e a r college 
performance of the Rocky R i v ­
e r High School graduates. The 
purposes of these studies are 
to determine the success of 
Rocky R i v e r graduates in c o l ­
lege, to improve college coun­
sel ing , and to aid each a c a ­
demic department i n prepar ing 
pupils for college work. 

F r o m 1956 through 1960, 644 
s t u d e n t s o r 76% of R i v e r ' s 
graduates were reported to be 
attending college. The f r e s h ­
man grades of 612 of these 
graduates were obtained f rom 
114 colleges and u n i v e r s i t i e s . 
T h e f o l l o w i n g f acts were 
l e a r n e d f r o m these t r a n ­
s c r i p t s : 

1. Of 612 graduates, 542 or 
89% c o m p l e t e d t h e i r 
f i r s t y e a r of college i n 
good standing. 

2. T h e other 70 withdrew 

for p e r s o n a l reasons , 
remained i n college on 
probation, or were d i s -
m i s s e d f o r academic 
f a i l u r e . Of the 44 d i s ­
m i s s e d for f a i l u r e , 17 
ranked i n the lowest 10% 
of the ir c l a s s , and 38 
were s u s p e n d e d f rom 
Ohio state u n i v e r s i t i e s 
which are required by 
law to admit any Ohio 
high school graduate. 

3. The average grade of the 
612 graduates i s " C p l u s " 
which was maintained on 
the average i n college. 
H o w e v e r , students a t ­
tending junior colleges 
had a r i s e i n grade a v -
ages. 

Data f rom these studies e n -
a b l e c o u n s e l o r s to predict 
more accurate ly the p e r f o r m ­
ance of students i n college and 
aid students in select ing ap ­
propriate colleges.
