E a c h y e a r the Navy R e s e r v e 
Of f i cers Corps of fers s c h o l a r ­
ship opportunities to a select 
group of young men. 

It i s the purpose of the pro­
g r a m to educate and to t r a i n 
these qualified young men for 
navy c a r e e r s as commissioned 
o f f i cers of the Regular Navy or 
M a r i n e Corps . These students 
a r e enrol led in Navy R e s e r v e 
Of f i ce rs T r a i n i n g Corps units 
at establ ished colleges and u n ­
i v e r s i t i e s throughout the coun­
t r y . T h i s c o l l e g e program 
leads to a baccalaureate degree 
with the addition of naval s c i ­
ence courses . 

The Navy pays tuit ion, cost 
of textbooks, other instruction-
fees , and a $50 per month r e ­
ta iner fee. In r e t u r n the s e ­
lectee i s appointed m i d s h i p ­
man in the United States Naval 
R e s e r v e . He w e a r s the nava l 
uni form when attending d r i l l 
and other ceremonies . S u m ­
m e r t ra in ing c r u i s e s are r e ­
quired and he i s expected to 
conduct h imse l f in a gentle­
manly way at a l l t i m e s . 

Upon sat i s fac tory comple­
tion of the requirements each 
midshipman i s commissioned a 
regu lar off icer in the Navy or 
Mar ine Corps with a choice of 
duty pre ference . T h i s duty i s 
to be a m i n i m u m of s i x y e a r s 
of act ive or inact ive s e r v i c e . 

To qualify a prospect ive c a n ­
didate must be graduated f rom 
an accredited high school. He 
must be interested in a nava l 
c a r e e r and must have reached 
h is seventeenth b i r t h d a y by 
June . P h y s i c a l quali f ication 
according to esta^^l^shed s tand­
ards i s n e c e s s a r y . 

Application for the competi ­
t ive examination must be r e ­
ceived by the examining s e c ­
tion on or before Nov. 16, 1962. 
Boys who are interested should 
contact M r . Agnor for addi ­
t ional information and app l i ca ­
tion f o r m s .

I n 1917 the R u s s i a n p e a s a n t b e g a n 
to c a u s e t r o u b l e f o r food r a t i o n s .

M o r e t h a n 2 0 0 , 000 
w o r k e r s w e n t on s t r i k e to h e l p the P u t -
i l o r e w o r k e r s .
