The number of Semif inal ists 
w h o attain F i n a l i s t status has 
never fa l len below 97 per cent. 

M e r i t Scholars are chosen 
f r o m the F i n a l i s t s . A public 
announcement of M e r i t Schol-

a r s h i p winners w i l l be made 
in late A p r i l or ear ly May. 

S c h o l a r s h i p s are based on 
indiv idual f inancia l need. The 
m i n i m u m is $100 a y e a r , and 
the m a x i m u m is $1500 a year . 
S p o n s o r e d scholarships may 
provide a l a r g e r amount.

Knowledge Is the Goal 
Amer i cans are often accused of placing too m u c h emphasis on 
m a t e r i a l o b j e c t s at the expense of s p i r i t u a l and inte l l e c tua l 
values. T h e A m e r i c a n god is supposedly the " A l m i g h t y Buck" 
a n d t h e f a v o r i t e A m e r i c a n past ime is "keeping up wi th the 
Joneses". B u t m a t e r i a l i s m is not an adult monopoly. The 
school-age counterpart of the adult status-seeker is the "grade 
g r u b b e r " 

This breed of students is easi ly recognizable by i ts wi l l ingness 
to do anything for a g r a d e - - a wi l l ingness that is dangerous when 
i t extends to mold ing oneself to the demands and personal i ty of 
a t e a c h e r , r a t h e r than developing along ind iv idual l ines that 
cannot be fu l l y explored in the c lassroom. 

Real iz ing that good grades too often equal admission to a good 
college which in t u r n s u p p o s e d l y insures a good job and high 
pay, t h e student comes to the conclusion that oply the grade is 
impor tant . 

If th is is t r u e , then the A m e r i c a n school system is l a r g e l y at 
faul t . Our system of education too often s l ights super ior i n d i ­
v idual achievement i n a s p e c i f i c f i e ld in favor of the " w e l l -
rounded" student. One must pre ferab ly be moderate ly talented 
in a l l f ields ra ther than master of one. There fore , i t becomes 
essential for the above-average student not m e r e l y to be exce l ­
lent , but to be excellent in a l l th ings . 

Th i s , then, is what necessitates "grade - grubbing . No student 
can be n a t u r a l l y outstanding in everything, but ra ther than con­
centrat ing on developing h i s special ta lent , he must machinate 
for A ' s in everything. 

Academic excellence should always be encouraged. B u t can a 
student dedicate h imse l f to t r u l y mas te r ing e v e r y subject ? I 
do not th ink i t can be done, or that i t is des irable . 

L e a r n i n g should not stop at the end of high school o r college, 
neither should i t be confined to the c l a s s r o o m . Education is 
only a gljide to the r e c o g n i t ion ariH development of i n d r v i d u a r 
excellence. I t is not an end in i t se l f .

T h i s year m a r k s an a l l - t i m e deficiency of student respect and 
support f or the R iver l e t and i t s staff. This conspicuous lack of 
fa i th in the ab i l i t y of the staff d o e s not by any means fac i l i ta te 
the respons ib i l i t i es of publ ishing a worthwhi le annual.

A 
business manager is in charge of s o l i c i t ing advert i s ing , paying 
b i l l s , and promot ing R iver le t sales. 

Did you know that our orange and black yearbook has an upside-
down cover, and w i l l be d e d i c a t e d to the Beatles? These are 
hyperbol ic examples of t h e misguided r u m o r s which have been 
c i r c u l a t i n g predominate ly throughout the senior class, u n j u s t i ­
f iably enraging many students.
