Th ousan ds of commun ities thro ughout 
the Unite d States wil l be celebr a tin g t he 
second Nati ona l L ibrar y Week, Sun day 
th roug h nex t Satur day. 

Sponsore d by th e Na ti onal Book Com­
mitt ee and the Am eri ca n Librar y Asso­
ciation, it is devoted to th e imp orta nce 
of rea ding and of libr a r ies of all k inds -
public , schoo l and college, an d pri vate. 

Wi th the t heme, "Wa ke Up an d Rea d!", 
loca l libra ries all over the country wil l 
promote reading - by encouraging peo­
ple to vis it the lib rary, books tore, or 
new ss tand. The objective is a "better ­
read, better-informed Am er ica." 

The Riley Lib rary is par tic ipa t ing in 
this campaign as it did last year. Durin g 
the week, post ers , announce ments, spec ial 
disp lays, and its bullet in boards w ill a ll 
be used to inform st udent s of th e new 
books availa bl e, and ur ge th em to use 
t hem. 

One of th e finest high school libra ri es 
in Indi ana, in the op inion of severa l au­
thoriti es, the Ril ey Lib ra ry rece ntl y a dd­
ed 327 books to it s collect ion of 8524. AJso 
adde d was the 1959 editi on of th e En cy­
cloped ia Ame ri cana. 

Most of the new books fa ll in to th ese 
classes: socia l science, scie nce, useful 
a r ts , literat ure, history , tr ave l, biog­
raphy, an d fict ion. Lesse r numb ers of 
books were adde d in these classes: re li­
gion, )anguage, fine ar ts, and gene ral.

(A) incompl ete- revolutionary 
(B) indep end ent - interrelated 
(C) unifi ed-com petitive 
(D) growing-organized 
(E ) di st inct- independent 
The test makers want answer E. H ow­

ever a Queens College mathematics pro­
fessor, Bane sh Hoffman, points out in an 
artic le in the Am erica n Schol ar that dis­
tin ct merely comp lete s a cliche , and adds 
little meaning to the sentence. Indepe n­
dent is a foggy word (is it politica l, or 
econo mic, or r eligiou s, or geographi cal 
ind ependen ce that is meant?) , a nd en­
tir ely is su ch a s trong qualif ying wo rd 
(i n the original qu estio n) th at Indepe n­
dent really does not fit in any of its mea n­
ing s. 

Tho good st udent dec ides correc tl y 
that none of the choices is good, but he 
must choose an an swe r. He then Is forced 
to guess how shallow or shre wd the test 
maker's thJnking was. Should th e stu ­
dent, seeing th at E Is weak , pick t he 
lame but less lnaco urate D 'l 

The se qu es tions were recently rai sed 
in th e Am erica n Scho lar art icle , and re­
ported by TIME magazine in an article 
titl ed l\lult lt>le Conf usion. Th e article 
dealt with ques tions on such important 
tests as the College Boa rds and the Na­
tional Merit Schola rsh ip exams . See the 
Mar ch 30 issue of TThfE for more ques ­
tion and an swe r exampl es. 

T t:ME compares tho questions to the 
old sc hoolboy game of g uessi ng whl ch 
hand has the ma rble in It. 

Pr ofe sso r Hoffman would like to see 
mu lt iple choice tests rigorous ly rewritten 
or, bett er sti ll, thr own out of the schools 
altogether. "E ven if the te sts were fr ee 
from ail errors and ambiguities, " they 
would st ill have "serious defects when 
applied to those people who, despite th eir 

- impr essive rmental) gifts, do not slime 
at parl or games." On this , we for once 
agree with everything.
