Emp hasis is on bro ad int ellectual 
sk ills, on unders tandin g of an d abilit y to 
use wha t has been lea rn ed, rat her tha n 
on sheer kn owledge of facts. 

Sponsored by the N at ion a I Meri t 
Scho larship Corporation, t he test is th e 
first hu rd le in competi ti on for several 
million dollars in scho lars hips. On th e 
basis of this exami natio n, a bout 10,000 
semi- fina lists, pro-rate d by state, will be 
chosen . 

In the fa ll of 1959, these semi -finalists 
wi ll be asked to take another examina­
tion and provide the NMSC with certa in 
biograp hica l and financial informatio n.

finali sts in the Merit Program. 
Winners of Merit Scholar ship s will be 

selected fr om th is group of Fin alist s on 
t he ba sis of school re cord s and recom­
mend ation s, test scor es , ex tr a -curri cula r 
and out-of- school ac compli shm ents a nd 
int eres ts, a nd other information indi ­
ca ting future promis e.
