Howeve r, there are 
a few who co uld care less abo ut the futur e o f the ir student s. 

Thi artic le is not a chance for a ll of the student s who 
thin k thei r teachers hate them to ge t a litt le reven ge. W hen 
a perso nality conflict deve lops betwee n a teacher and a 
student , the teacher is right 99 pe r ce nt of the time becau se 
tee nage rs tend to be a litt le more emotional and imm atu re 
than the ir teac her s. 

However, there are excep tions Lo thi s unwritten rule . 
Suppo se a teac her ba ses his or her grades on favoriti sm. 

If yo u are not lucky e nough to be a favo rite stude nt. then 
yo ur grade w ill suffer beca use o f it. 

Now suppo se yo u are not fortunate enough to be one of 
the favo rite stud ents. You know the teach er 's reput ation for 
gradin g, so yo u take all of his o r her nega tive co mments in 
stride and are as nice as poss ib le. 

However when rep ort ca rds co me out , yo u stare 111 

d isbe lie f at a grade lowe r than wha t you ea rned. 
T he teac her info rm s yo u that a mi stak e was mad e and 

o ne of yo ur g rade s wa s low er than wh at appea red on yo ur 
repo rt ca rd. Bes ides wo nder ing how your grade my steri­
o usly changed, yo u listen to how yo ur average with you r 
"new " grad e come s out to be the lower gra de. 

O f co urse yo u are not sat isfied wi th his or her deci sion 
and neither are yo ur pare nts. Jn fac t, yo ur par ents are sure 
that if they go in for a confe re nce that you rt eac her wi II see 
to rea s_on. 

Unfo rtunate ly , the teac he r inform s yo ur parents that the 
grade w ill be not be changed no mall er ll'hat. After thei r 

meeting, your par ents com e home furiou and tell you that 
yo u will not have to dea l with that teac her any more. 

Your paren ts next step is to ca ll the pr incipal, who is 
unable to do anythin g to he lp yo u because the arg ument 
involve the issue of a grade. 

W hat ca n be don e to so lve thi s problem ? Althou gh it 
may see m that the iss ue wou ld end wit h the prin c ipal, the 
South Bend Community Scho ol Co rpora tion (S BCSC) 
Director o f In str uction Myrli e Wil so n sa id that there are 
still so me op tions. 

"We like to have the co nrli cts so lved at school, prefer­
ab ly betwee n the student and the teacher. Howeve r, if the 
studen t and the teac her are unable to work it out , a parent/ 
teache r co nference is appropriate.' ' she sa id. 

The nex t step af ter a parent/teacher co nference is to take 
the prob le m to the admi nistrat ion. If that is still unsuccc ss-
