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Tragedy Hits Home 
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Fire leaves student homeless

On Wedn esd ay, Decem ­
ber 1, at appro ximat ely 6:45 p .m 
life for Te res King, so ph omore, 
cha nge d , fore ver. H er house 
caught fire, and was des troye d 
alon g with many possess ions. 

Ove r $90 ,000 wor th of 
damage was do ne. Most part s of 
the hou se, includ ing most of the 
first floor and Teres' bedro om, will 
have to be rebuilt. 

The fire, which started in 
the kitchen, quick ly engu lfed the 
entir e house . The whole family, 
however, was able to escap e with­
ou t injur y. 

"A t the time of the fire T 
was not home. My dad was tak­
ing me to dr iver 's edu cation class, 
on ly my m o m and my two 
sibb lings were home," sa id King. 

The fire wa s d iscove red 
by King's eight yea r old sister, Tif­
fany, who after see ing smoke com­
ing from the kitchen , yelled for her 
mom. 

"As soo n as T hear d her 
ye lling, I ran to see what was go­
ing on. After see ing the smoke I 
got everyone out of the hou se," 
said Mrs. King. 

Ne ighbors ca lled the fire 
depart men t, whi ch a rri ve d bu t 
could not sa lvage mos t of th eir 
possess ions. 

"I los t all of my posses­
sions, exce pt for a few th ings 
which I was able to salvage," sa id 
King. Mrs. King lost her collection 
of po rcelain dolls which she had 
collec ted for a very long time. 

The cause of the fire is cur­
rent ly und er inves tigat ion . Ac­
cordi ng to the fire depar tment the 
most likely cause of the fire is an 
ove r heate d pan left on the stove.

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Technology in Schools 

Electronic lessons captivate students

It' s hard to deny that the soc iety we live in is 
one of conv enience. Comput e rs, cellula r teleph ones, 
automobil es, fax machines, e-mail , and voice mail are 
all ev idence of our hectic, not enough hour s in the 
day, ge t out -of-my-way, lifestyles. We are a genera­
tion that' s short on time and eve n short er when it 
comes to attenti on spans. 

Many teachers, includin g so me at Riley, hav e 
turn ed to alte rnative methods to teach their classes. 
These methods des igned to captur e and retain the at­
tenti on of their stud ents. On e of the most popular is 
using their comput ers and telev ision se ts to present 
notes to their classes . 

Teachers in the new Riley ha ve the capacit y 
to des ign prese ntations and notes on their comput er 
using a pro gram called PowerPoi11t. Distributed by 
M icrosoft, this pro gram enables teachers to create hi­
tech slide shows for their stud ents. The fun begins 
when the comput ers a re hooked up to class room TVs 
so everyo ne can enjoy the show. 

Riley teachers hope this techn ology will de­
crease bor edom and make class more interes ting. 

Wh en teachers spend less time teachin g the 
entir e class, they ha ve more time to p rov ide stud ents 
w ith indi vidu al instru ction. So far, th is techn ology 
has been appli ed mainly to note taking, but Foch t and 
others are loo king to expand its usage. 

"May be stud ents can use this techn ology for 
their ow n prese ntation s. For their speeches, may be. 
On e o f their visual aids cou ld be their ow n no tes on 
the screen," sa id Focht. 

34-year history teacher, James Spea rs is also 
deve lopin g more uses for the PowcrPoi11t prog ram. 
He's crea ting a slide show that includ es a ll the US 
pres idents. He hopes to compl ete the p roject in time 
to use it in his history class next yea r. 

There are, howeve r, still argum ents as to the 
app ropri ateness of this techn ology. Teenage rs today 
spend more time then ever befo re parti cipating in ac­
tivities that involve comput ers and television , and 
many believe that schoo l shouldn ' t be foster ing such 
med ia. 

Oth ers believe th at the in teg ration of telev i­
sion into trad itional class roo ms w ill beco me th e 
norm . 

"It's one of those thin gs that probably eve ry­
one w ill ad apt to," sa id chemi stry teac h er, John 
Koellner. Brian Focht, thi rd year English teacher, impl e­

mented television notes in his classes for the first tim e 
this yea r. 

"I rea lized that doing the same thin g over and 
ove r again gets boring for stud ent s. I thought this 
would be a break form the norm al thing , puttin g notes 
on the ove r-hea d or the blackboa rd, " said Focht. 

"It 's ea sie r to foll ow," said sophom ore 
Teodoro Urbin a. "I have to see it or it' s hard er for me 
to und erstand . I thin k that' s true for most people." 

Focht believes that school mu st evo lve with 
the times. 

"We' re an enterta inm ent based society, and 
not es on the blackboa rd aren' t very entertainin g. We 
kn ow that teenage rs these days are dr aw n to telev i­
sion and mov ies and suc h. If we can use those medi­
um s in an edu cational way, I think that's the perfect 
solution," sa id Focht. + 

Focht argues that the new techn ology benefits 
eve ryone. 

Desp ite the short trial period, Focht' s stud ents 
seem to be res pondin g well. 

" It saves me time, I no longer have to type 
my notes, print them out, and recop y them on the 
blackboar d," said Focht.

will limit the numb er of mi ssed 
days to thr ee rega rdless of the rea­
so n . Waive rs for relig ious and 
other absences will still be g iven. 
lf a stud ent mi sses more than the 
thr ee d ays he or she w ill have to 
attend a fter schoo l credit redemp ­
tion. There will be no changes to 
th e curr ent cre dit r.ed empti on 
schedul e. 

"With thi s pro pos al we 
are trying to limit the numb er of 
missed days to thr ee un avoi dable 
abse nces," sa id Horba n. 

This new pro posa l was 
p resented at the faculty mee ting 
on Nove mb e r 18, and was ex ­
pected to be voted on at the sa me 
meeting, howeve r du e to the many 
qu es tions teachers had, the vote 
has been pos tponed. 

"We want everyo ne to un ­
de rstand th e policy, it can only 
wor k if eve ryo ne und erstand s it 
and enfor ces it in the same man­
ner, explained Eng les. 

The one obvious concern 
about thi s sys tem is th at it allows 
stud ents to skip thr ee days of class 
without hav ing to brin g in a note. 
"This is a concern, but absence and 
tru ancy are two different thin gs. If 
you are tru ant you will be dealt 
with accordin g to the stud ent code 
of condu ct," sa id Engles. Und er 
the code of condu ct tru ancy can 
land yo u af te r schoo l suspension, 
as well as out of schoo l suspen sion 
for up to five days. 

Many of the stud ent s do 
not share th e facult y's view on 
how thi s wo uld imp rove a tten­
dance. 

"Peop le w ho skip now 
will continu e to skip class," sa id 
Grant Jones, juni or. 

Some stud ents ag ree that 
there is a problem with too many 
people miss ing class, but disag ree 
with the new propo sa l. 

"I think it' s wro ng how in 
thi s new pro posa l yo u only can 
miss one day for an in-tow n fu­
nera l. If a close relative dies you 
have to make a ch oice to go to 
school the next day or attend credit

Th e admini s tr a tion d e­
fends the new proposal, statin g that 
they are trying to make high school 
more like the real wo rld, where you 
can' t mi ss an unlimit ed numb er of 
days . 

"We as educ ato rs try to 
p repa re yo u for th e rea l wo rld . 
Thi s is anoth er way to ge t yo u 
ready. In any job you cann ot miss 
an unlimit ed numb er of days no 
ma tter th e reaso n, th at is wh a t 
should be done here," said Lauren 
Wiand , English teacher and a sup ­
po rter of the new prop osa l. 

The vote on the p roposa l 
will be taken before winter vacat ion 
and if ap p rove d , the new atten­
dance po licy will be in affect start­
ing Janu ary 24, the beginnin g of the 
second semeste r. +

1any are trying it. Dipping has a coupl e of 

hat it goes by, for example; dippin g, chew­
d it is sometim es called a 'chelse'. 

Dippin g is the act of placin g an amount of 
o in between the lowe r lip and gum of your 

Littl e micro scopic pi eces of fiberglass cut 
throu gh your skin le ttin g tobacco juice seep into your 
lip and gums crea ting a buz z (nicotine effec t). 

Then chewers ju st let it s it in their mouth and 
wh en the liquid build s up , they spit the liquid out 
into a can or the grou nd . 

"Peop le do n' t rea lize ho w many peo ple do thi s 
stuff. I don't see what the big d ea l is," sa id juni or, 
Ian Kollar. 

To lega lly be ab le to dip you mu st be 18 yea rs 
old. But ju s t like with cigarettes, it is incredibl y easy 
to buy and is very promin ent aro und South Bend. 
"lt s di sgusting, and not to mention a hu ge turn -off," 
sa id senior Lyndsey Frushour , abo ut guys who chew. 

Downsides to dippin g are increased chances of 
lip cancer, mouth cancer, gu m cancer, and ye llow ing 
of your tee th, and loss of them. 

"One of my close neighbors act ually had to live 
w ith ju st half of his face for 20 yea rs, befo re finally 
passin g away from the effects of mouth cancer," sa id 
Riley publica tions teache1~ Marcia Kovas . 

Early warnin g signs for prob lems in yo ur mouth 
are a sore that bleed s easi ly and does n' t hea l, a lum p 
or thi cke nin g anyw here in your mout h or neck, sore­
ness or swe lling th at do esn't go away , a red p atch 
that do esn ' t go away, and troubl e chew ing, swa llow ­
ing, or movin g your ton gue or jaw accord ing to the 
Am erican Acad emy of Otolaryngology off its internet 
website. 

If you we re to fall asleep wi th a 'chelse' in your

mouth , and you happ ened to swa llow it, you wo uld 
ine vitabl y vo mit w h atever is in yo ur s to ma ch . 
"Chewing tobacco is one of wor st thin gs out there, 
and I wish that I had never star ted this horr ible hab it," 
said junior , Chri s Howard . 

On e of the main spo rts that prom otes the chew­
ing of tobacco would have to be baseball. 

"I used to watch Major League Baseball ga mes all 
the tim e when I wa s yo un ge1~ and during close up 
shot s you could see the dip protrudin g from their 
lower lips . I thought th at if they did it and they were 
cool, that if I did it, I wo uld be coo l too. Plu s T like to 
lay back and have a 'chelse' with my close friend s," 
said an anonymous senior. 

Some peop le think that chew ing tobacco tastes 
good, bu t the truth is that ve ry few people actu ally 
think that. Mos t of the people that participat e in this 
activity do it not because it tastes good, but becau se 
they need to experience the bu zz (nicotine effect ) that 
comes w ith it. 

"Chewi ng tobacco is a ve ry add ictive substance. 
It is ju st as addictiv e as ciga rettes. Long term use 
can cause many types of cancer and other probl ems," 
sa id Dr. Robert Barret, of Memor ial Hospital in Ca n­
ton , Ohio. 

Chewin g tobacco cont ains many da nge rous 
chemicals. It contain s; Po loni um 210 (nu clear waste) , 
N-Nitro sa min es (ca nce r-causing ), For mald ehy de 
(emba lmin g fluid) , Nicotine (addictiv e dru g), Cad­
mium (used in car batteri es ), Cya nid e, Arsenic, Ben­
zene, and Lead (nerve poison). 

" T like to have an occas ional dip durin g school 
because yo u're not allowe d to smoke in school and 
you can concea l a d ip in your lower lip w ith out any­
one see ing durin g you r lun ch per iod or a passin g 
period," sa id an anonymou s senior . 

Kids have told me that probab ly the main rea­
son that they d ecide to do it in schoo l is that "puni sh­
ment for doin g it in schoo l do es not fit the crime, it is 
not strict a t a ll." 

" If a student is cau ght doin g it or poss ess ing it 
in a Sout h Bend schoo l, on schoo l gro und s, or at 

school activities , the puni shm en t is parent al contact 
and two da ys out-of-school sus pension," said princi­
pal , Geo rge McCullough . 

"The risk of gettin g caug ht for me does not com­
pare to enjoy ment of ge ttin g a bu zz in schoo l," said 
an anonymous senior. 

If a student repeats thi s offenses / he w ill be sub­
ject to the sa me puni shm ent as if s / he had don e it 
on ly once. At St. Jose ph 's Hosp ital, there is a tobacco 
pro gram that takes pl ace in the eveni ngs that tries to

A lun ch aid e in our cafe teria h as witnesse d 
firs t hand kid s doing it in the cafeteri a . "I hav e see n 
chew on the wall in the cafeteria and the puddl es of 
sp it on the floor. Last year, the kids wo uld just leave 
their cans of spit ju st lay ing on the tab le for the kid s 
at next lunch to look at," said lun ch aid, Marty Connor. 

Drin king fou ntain s are pla ces where chew ing 
tobacco is often found . 

"Many tim es J hav e go ne to the wa ter fount ain 
to get some wa ter and when I tilt my head do wn to 
indul ge myself, there it is, a fat wad of chew in g 
tob acc o sta rin g back a t me," sa id se ni or, Jess ica 
Ma rve l. 

This is a dis gusting s ight to w itness . 
"This is a p rob lem in ou r schoo l, and we are 

going to catch the person or peopl e doing this act,"sa id 
McCullough, "We are t~king action as we speak to 
catch the peo ple." 

"I see guys wa lkin g in and aro und the campus 
of Riley, w ith big low er lip s and Powerade bottl es full 
of a bro w n liquid . l think it is a nast ier habi t than 
smokin g and they don't need to show eve rybod y," 
said an anonymou s sophomor e. 

Tobacco will always be lega l in the Un ited States 
until someon e rea lizes the harmful effects . •

Just the phra se Y2K strikes terror in the heart s 
of comput er obsessed Americans everyw here. The mer e 
suggestion of a computer shut-down conjures up im­
ages of riot s, financi al crashes , and nucl ear weapons fir­
ing at will. Still, some be lieve that Y2K is much ad ieu 
about nothing . 

"Most of the Y2K problems are going to be 
caused by the peopl e who are really afraid of Y2K. By 
trying to prevent certain probl ems, people are going to 
cause eve n mor e," said art teacher, Dale Swafford . 

Despit e the controversy , man y are takin g the 
'better safe than sorry' appro ach to Y2K. The gover nment , 
priva te industr y, and even priva te citizens are speedily 
stuffin g the wall ets of comput er techs aro und the globe, 
prot ectin g their belove d machin es from the comput er 
bug of the century, but is Riley ready for the new mil­
lennium? 

Mary Chris Adams, curriculum facilitator for 
South Bend Communit y Schoo l Corp orat ion is leadin g 
the cha rge to make sur e that all SBCSC comput ers will 
survi ve the new year. 

"All of the instructional computers and other 
instruction al equipm ent at Riley are prep ared for the 
year 2000. The equipm ent at other schools necessary 
for instru ction is Y2K compli an t," assu red Ada ms. The 
project bega n in 1997, and is still in pro gress. The first 
step was pur chasing new, compliant computers and soft­
ware.

The fact fnat6 00 new computers were pur chased 
for the new Riley gave the school a step up on the yea r 
2000. 

"When all o f the equipment was purcha sed for 
Riley, the vendo rs were requ ired to ver ify Y2K comp li­
ancy," said Adams . 

Despite the benefits of ne w equipment , high­
tech problems did come into p lay. Accordin g to Adams , 
the extensive networ kin g sys tems at Riley requir ed the 
corpora tion to do extra tes ting to assure th at all sys tems 
were compli ant. 

Adams and her team wi ll be wor king up until 
the end to make sure Riley is ready. There are corpora­
tion comput er tests schedul ed as late as December 20, to 
eliminat e probl ems. 

Even with all the precaution s taken by Riley and 
SBCSC, no one can guarante e that the yea r 2000 won ' t 
cau se comput er difficultie s. Con sequentl y, the corp ora­
tion ha s deve loped a policy to deal with possible p rob­
lems. 

"There will be a notice sent out to all bui ld ings 
with d irections on what to do it they think they have 
problems du e to Y2K," said Adam s. +

Taking AP classes pays 
off in cash 

ation is somethin g public school 
nt s take for granted. Each year the tax 

' y for our schoo ls not our par ents. 
gs, howeve r, change after high 

ol is over and the rea l wo rld beg ins. 
ept for a very small numb er of athl etes 
an eve n smaller numb er of peo ple who 

receive full acad emic scholarship s, college 
is not close to being free. 

With the yea rly cos ts rang ing anyw here 
from $11,000 per yea r for a state schoo l such 
as ru to a lmost $30,000 for pri vate colleges 
such as Notre Dame, college becomes an 
in ves tm ent , no t a chore . With co llege 

classes cos tin g hundr eds of dollars 
eac h, many s tud ent s sta rt to 

pond er if they should have 
taken tougher classes in high 
school, when they were free. 

Studi es d one by TIME 
magaz ine show that stud ents 
who cha llenge th emse lves in 

h i g h schoo l by taking tougher classes 
have a much higher chance of gra du ating 
from college, than those wh o take the easy 
road . This is du e to the fact that in high 
school an ave rage class consists of less then 
30 stud ents, while in colleges, classes can be 
ve ry la rge a nd so m etim es reach into 
hundr eds of stud ents per class . This makes 
indi vidu al attenti on all but imp oss ible. 

Eve n thou gh all publi c schools in the 
South Bend Co11111111nity School Corporation 
offer honors and adv anced classes, less than 
25 percent of the peo ple actually take them. 

The counse lors and teachers make an 
effort to move kid s that are do ing we ll in 
reg ular classes up to a mor e difficult level. 
" [t's a tea m effort, the teachers inform us 
about stud ents they feel need to be moved 
up , and we encou rage the stud ent to make 
the change," sa id Beth Gav in, coun selor. 

Takin g AP classes in high schoo l can pay 
o ff in cash . Most colleges across the nation 
allow stud ents to skip bas ic classes if they 
take the AP exam and do we ll. If yo u were 
to take an AP class and the AP exa m in the 
follow ing subjects, math, English, biology, 
chemistry, history, foreign language, and do 
w e ll eno ug h to mi ss ju s t o ne co llege 
se m es t e r out of eac h, a t $300 

ju s t in 
tui tior. 
cos ts. 

Thi s is 
so m ethin g s tud ent s 
mu s t rea li ze ear ly in th e ir 
acade mic career. I don' t su gges t that 
everyo ne beco me a boo k wo rm and not 
enjoy hi gh sc hoo l soc ially, they should 
howeve r challenge themselves while they 
are in high schoo l.

"Cigarettes ha ve ni co tin e 

which mak es it addictive. Marijuana 
doesn ' t have nicotin e. People take mar ijuana be­

cause they think they ph ys ica lly need it .

st ill grow ing. At his las t doctor 's appointment we 
were told he should ge t up to 6'10", 6'11"." 

Ron and his height are now committ ed to play 
basketball at Ball State. Ball State is a di vision one 
school and participates in the Midatlantic Conference 
(MAC). Dokes was recruited by seve ral other MAC 
scho ols like Ohio, Bradle y, North ern Illinois , and 
South ern Illin ois.

Creatine: Are Riley athletes cheating in the race for muscle?

Every ath lete has to compete, whether it is 
against themse lves, othe r tea mmat es, o r aga inst the 
other tea m. Comp etition can lead these athletes to do 
thin gs they normally wou ld not do. Taking physical ly 
enhan cing drugs, such as creatine, is one thin g they 
do to improv e their pe rformanc e. 

"T took creat ine to help my legs ge t bigge r. I 
wa s 16 when I started, sa id Dave St. C lair, freshm an 
in college. 

What is creatine you ask? Does it really work? 
Crea tine pho sph ate is found in meat and fish 

and is produced natur ally in the body by the kidn eys, 
liver, and the pancr eas . Taking five to 20 grams a day, 
it can increase mu scle crea tine and enh ance anaerob ic 
activit y or shor t-ter m exerc ise. Tt is used mostly by 
weight lifters, track and field athletes (most ly throwers 
and spr inte rs), and footba ll play ers. . 

Crea tine helps maintain the ATP (ad enosme 
tripho sph a te) leve l during workouts. ATP is the 

amou nt of stor ed energy in the body that is ready to 
be used . This allows for the athlete not to feel the 
burn. It also increases protein synth es is and has an 
aero bic effect on muscular tissu e. 

"Crea tin e helped me out a lot. It made me 
ge t bigge r in a short er amount of tim e and a lot 
stro nger. It makes you fee l ten feet ta ll and bul let 
proof, " sa id Chris Unrue, weight lifter. 

" Creatine can help yo u ge t bi gge r and 
stro nger. But I think it is mor e psyc hological than 
anythin g. They take the creat ine and they think it wi ll 
help, so they work out harder. It does s low down 
ath letes who play in speed oriented sports," sa id John 
Coddington, ph ys ical therapist at Quest Therapy. 

Since creat ine is a new dru g, the long ter m 
side effects are not known at this point. Most major 
prof ess ion al sports allow athl etes to use crea tine at 
their own risk. The side effects that are given right 
now are minor thin gs such as muscl e cramping , thirst , 
wei ght ga in, and hea t in toleranc e. Mos t ath letes who 
take it are loo king to gain weight anyway. Long term 
damage to the hear t and kidneys remain a concern . 
People who take it should drink extra water , but that 
is the on ly known difference .

Riley has one of the bigges t sw im teams aro und . 
The girls top out with 42 peop le this year, one of the 
biggest tea ms in Riley history. You'd think they'd hav e 
hu ge problems with all th ose girls in one p lace, but 
cap tain Warter says that just isn't so. 

"We have such great chemistry," she said, "That's 
probably one of ou r best qualities.

But they accomplished it and hav e cam e out of it 
to a seem ingly good start! 

So, as the seaso n continu es, the girls' sw im team 
will continu e to work ha rd (and lose plenty of sleep 
whi le doin g it) to brin g home a trophy for Riley. +
